prior to that time Acadia University, 
in recognition of his contributions to 
the history of art and his encourage­
ment to the cause of letters in Canada, 
conferred on him the honorary degree 
of Master of Arts.

Dr. Wilfrid Laurier McDougald was 
bom at Alexandria, Ont., on August 
9, 1881, the son of John A. and Annie 
(Chisholm), McDougald. His educa­
tion was at Cornwall Collegiate In­
stitute, MfcGill University, Montreal, 
and at Queen’s University, Kingston, 
Ont. From the latter university he 
graduated in 1907, with the M. D. de­
gree. Immediately after he went to 
Northern Ontario, and in company 
with another physician, practised for 
a while.

It was while in the mining regions 
that Dr. McDougald became interested 
in commercial and industrial projects. 
He went to New York and entered 
business, remaining there a year. In 
1909 he came to Montreal and became 
associated with the Ogdensburg Coal 
and Towing Company. With that firm 
he was identified until about a year 
ago, the organization was sold to To­
ronto Interests.

When the change of government 
came at the end of 1921, Dr. McDou­
gald was appointed president of the 
corporation of Harbor Commissioners 
of Montreal, a post he has held ever 
since.

In 1908 Dr. McDougald married 
Mary C. Hannan, daughter of the late 
John Hannan of Ogdensburg, N. Y. He 
has two sons. •

Mr. Tremblay resides in Ottawa and 
is secretary to the Minister of Justice. 
He has been in the Justice Department 
since 1907. He was a joint private sec­
retary to Hon. C. J. Doherty, then Min­
ister of Justice, and accompanied him 
to the League of Nations. He was 
private secretary also to Sir Lomer 
Gouln, as Minister of Justice, and ac­
companied Sir Lomer to the League 
and to the Imperial Conference.
