BANK

The directors of The Dominion Bank
met the shareholders at the fifty-third
annual meeting in Toronto on Jan. 30
with an excellent statement. In fact,
in many particulars it is by far the
strongest statement issued by the bank
in its 53 years of business.

Two of the most outstanding features
are the larga amount carried forward
to profit ‘and loss account and the strong
liquid position which the figures present.

It will be generally admitted that 1923
was by no means a favorable year in
Canadian business and that many new
and difficult problems had to be met.
In view of these facts, the splendid
statement reflects the capabilities of the
bank's management.

The profits for the year were $1,129,-
370—$4,000 better than in 1921 but some
$40,000 less than in 1922. To this amount
$758,163 brought forward from the pre-
vious year is added, giving a total of
$1,887,633, distributed as follows: Divi-
dends at the rate of 12% per annum and
a bonus of 1%—$780,000; Dominion and
Provincial Government taxes—$162,158;
contributed to officers’ pension fund—
$45,000; written off bank premises ac-
count—4$75,000; leaving a balance carried
forward to profit and loss account of
$824,374. This is $67,000 more than was
carried forward in 1922 and $110,000 more
than in 1921, and constitutes the largest
amount the bank has carried forward to
its profit and loss account in any year of
its history.
