The report of the number of deaths 
■ for the city of St. John for the year end­

ed October 31, 1919, has been completed 
•and has been given out by the Board of 
Health. During the last year the influ­
enza epidemic occurred in the city and 
for that reason the death rate has been 
increased, and the total number of deaths 
for the year has equalled, if it has not ex­
ceeded those of former years. The fol­
lowing statistics shows the number of 
deaths and some of the causes :

These statistics comprise the number 
of deaths which occurred during the in­
fluenza epidemic of last year, when in 
the month of November 136 deaths were 
reported. The largest number of deaths 
occurring in the city since the inauger- 
ation of the Board of Health in 1854 
and probably the largest number that 
ever occurred in any one month, was in 
October, 1918, when there were 139.

The report shows that 161 deaths oc­
curred from pneumonia in the city of 
St. John alone; seventy-four males and 
eighty-seven females; 135 Canadians 
and twenty-six foreign subjects suc­
cumbed to this disease; seventy-one 
single persons and ninety married per­
sons were taken. The ages when this 
disease seemed most fatal was under one 
year and between the ages of thirty and 
forty ; five deaths at the former age and 
thirty-nine at the latter. The remainder 
of the deaths caused from pneumonia 
occurred during the various ages from 
one to eighty.

In 
one store the net gain in 1913 was more 
than $90,000 on boots and shoes alone, 
and in 1918 the turnover was more than 
$3,000,000 and the net profits $222,000.
