NO BOTH IN 1910
Admiralty Saw No ObstaclesThen 

to Canada Bu lding Warships— 
Churchill Letter Confirms Con­
tention Put Forth by Liberals

|
Ottawa, March 11—The Telegraph’s cor- 

respondent interviewed Hon. William 
Pugsley this afternoon in reference to the 
correspondence between the prime minis­
ter and Hon. Winston Churchill, submitted 
to the house last night by the premier.

Dr. Pugsley said that it was most un­
precedented and grossly unfair of the 
government to withold the full corres­
pondence until so late a period in the de­
bate and to merely furnish the house with 
extracts. “It might be well,” said Dr. 
Pugsley, “to call attention to some of Mr. 
Churchill’s statements. His contention 
that it requires a special class of men and 
machinery to manufacture armor plates, 
guns, and gun mountings, is entirely ir- 
relevent, because during the discussion the 
Liberal speakers have stated that at first, 
mid perhaps for,, some time, the armor 
plate and armament would have to be 
obtained in England; but they could easily 
and cheaply be brought ; to, the Canadian 
shipyardsv

“Suggesting that the possible introduc­
tion of internal combustion engines may 
revolutionize the whole of the engine con­
struction of warships seems a far-fetched 
argument to raise against the building of 
warships in Canada. The same argument 
could be made against the building and 
equipping of any new shipyard in Great 
Britain. And yet Mr. Churchill himself 
refers to a new shipyard being laid down 
at Elswick. They don’t seem to be afraid 
to move ahead by reason of possible 
changes in engine construction.

“Then Mr. Churchill speaks of the neces­
sity of buying bilge pumps, steering gear, 
etc., from people on the admiralty list. 
How absurd it is to raise this trifling mat­
ter as an objection to building war vessels 
in Canada.
Saw No Difficulty in 1610.
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“This was provided for in the specifica­
tions prepared by the admiralty in 1910 
on which the tenders were called, and the 
admiralty then saw no difficulty in the 
contractor obtaining these articles from 
people on the admiralty list.

“Then, think for a moment of the diffi­
culty which Mr. Churchill suggests when 
he says .that for a building yard capable of 
building a battleship of 27,000 tons heavy 
cranes and appliances are necessary and 
care would have to be exercised in select­
ing the site in regard td the nature of the 
soil for the blocks and launching facilities! 
And Mr. Churchill in this connection says 
that the existing shipyards might not be 
adapted for this purpose.

“Who could have told Mr. Churchill 
that the Liberal party proposed to utilize 
-existing shipyards to build warships’ in 
Canada? We have always admitted that 
new and suitable yards and shipbuilding 
plants would have to be provided by the 
contractors. This was stipulated for by 
the Liberal government in 1910, and 
every one of the tenderers agreed to lay 
down a shipyard and plant specially adapt­
ed for the purpose.

“It is important to bear in mind that 
Mr. Churchill gives the total cost of the 

Elswick shipyard for the building of 
battleships at approximately three-quarters 
of a million pounds, equal to about $3,750,- 
000, the same estimate as I gave some time 
ago of the cost of the thoroughly up’to-date 
shipyard and plant of the Fore River 
Shipbuilding Company at Quincy, Massa­
chusetts.

Cost Conclusions With Weight.
“The statement at the close of Mr. 

Churchill’s memorandum, that the cost of 
laying down a plant to build a battleship 
would be fifteen million pounds, is utterly 
without weight. I presume he means the 
cost of a shipyard and shipbuilding plant, 
also steel mills to roll the ordinary plates, 
probably not knowing that the mills at 
Sydney, Nova Scotia, are already equipped 
to roll the plates, and wrongly assuming 
that it would be necessary to manufacture 
in Canada the ahnor plate and guns. Very 
few, however, of the shipbuilders in Great 
Britain manufacture the armor plate and 
armaments."

When asked as to his opinion of Mr. 
Churchill’s statement that owing to the 
manning difficulties which now existed 
more than in 1909 the admiralty could not 
undertake to lend men and officers who 
might be temporarily required to man two 
Canadian fleet units, Dr. Pugsley said that 
if there was anything in this it meant 
that Canada, instead of sending unmanned 
Dreadnoughts to England, should proceed 

rapidly as possible to obtain recruits 
for the naval service and gradually build 
up a Canadian navy.

In conclusion, Dr. Pugsley said that Mr. 
Churchill’s letter confirmed the view which 
the Liberals have been seeking to em­
phasize—“If this appropriation goes 
through it will be the beginning of a 
series of contributions to the British ad­
miralty and a death blow to the aspira­
tions of the Canadian people who favor 
a Canadian navy.”
