“What do you do with these children 
when you take them away from their 
own mothers ?” asked Judge Neil, him­
self the father of seven children and 
knowing the suffering of parents when 
compelled to give up their children.

“The charity Institutions take them," 
was the reply to the judge, who daily 
broke up families and tore small children 
from the arms of their mothers. Often 
the mother fell upon the floor in agony 
or tried to kill herself.

“Who pays the cost of the institu­
tions?” was Judge Neil’s next question.

“They are paid $10 a month for each 
child from county tax funds,” was the 
reply of officials.

“Why not pay this $10 to the mother, 
and permit her to keep her own chil­
dren?” he asked.

“That cannot be done,” said the wise 
judge. “The law says we must take 
the children away from their mothers 
and place them in institutions.”

“Why not change the law?” was Neil’s 
question as he continued his investiga­
tion among institutions and officials.

In March, 1911, he went before the 
state legislature of Illinois, and asked 
them to adopt an amendment to the 
juvenile court law authorizing the juv­
enile court to pay the $10 a month to 
mothers and permit them to keep their 
own children. The legislature agreed 
with Judge Neil and the law was adopt­
ed unanimously.

The law was to go into force on July 
1st, 1911. On June 1st Judge Neil was 
in the juvenile court of Chicago. A mo­
ther sat in a chair before the court. She 
held an infant in lier arms and two 
other children, aged two and four, held 
to her skirts. She tried to embrace the 
little one at her knee. The court was 
about to take them from her for ever
