BUTTERWORTH'’S CHECK.
How He Prop 1o Make
Port of the United States,

SPECIAL TO THE GAZETTE.

< WasnaNerox, Jan. 1.—Butterworth in
an interview on the intention of the bill
providing for unrestricted reciprocity
between Canadaand the United States
said:

That the tariff of the United States
must be revised is conceded on all
nands, and it is understood that it will
be allowed to perform none other than
its proper and legitimate functions,
viz.: the raising of revenue and the
equalization of conditions. In other
words, where the conditions are equal, as
between Canada and the United
States, or where we have the advan-
tage, as we have in this case.
ap ive tariff is absolutely defé
less. It becomes an oppressive interfer-
ence with the natural and healthful
course of trade. It is interesting to
observe the gigantic efforts that are be-
ing put forth to build up a commerce
with the SBouth American nations, witha
people 3000 miles away; while at the
same time an equal effort is being
made to hamper and restrict a more
advantageous trade with people of
our own lineage and language, who
live almost within sight of us. There
are many indications®that the growth of
sentiment - in favor of an extension of
commerce beyond our own borders ;is
universal, and the cry for free trade with
countries such as Canada is losing its
terror and canno longer be used as a
shibboleth to ignore the advantages of
an unrestricted reciprocity with people
who have got something to sell
that we want to buy, and who
want to buy very badly things that we
have got to sell. In the last presidential
campaign the victory was won in a con-
flict between two policies. The cry of
protection against free trade may have
been proper enough, while the conflict
existed between the two policies as such.
Now, bhowever, we are dealing
with schedules and rates of duty. Asto
Canada, we already hold advantage
ground in the field of industrial develop-
ment, and to break down the barriers is
only to enlarge our opportunities and ex-
tend the area of our profits. It should
also multiply our facilities for foreign
trade, by securing an unlimited supply
offree raw material, of just the kind
that we need, and that, too, in exchange
for manufactures which we can sell to
thé'Canadians.”

Mr. Butterworth was asked whether
the scope of hie bill was sufficient to set-
tle the differenc ially in relati
to the fisheries, now existing between
the' two countries, to which he replied :
“1 notice by recent despatches from
Ottawa that it is not the intention
to extend the modus vivendi, under
which for the last two years over a
thousand of our fishing vessels in the
United States have taken out licenses to
fish in Canadian waters. The result is
likely to be that we will have trouble in
the Gulf of St. Lawrence during the en-
suing spring, unless some arrange-
ment is reached. Now this serious
fishery question can be sectled by the
passage of the bill which I have intro-
duced. It provides that citizens of the
United States shall have equal rights in
every port and part of Canada, the same
as afforded to Canadian subjects in
every port and part of the United
States.”

.The Aunstralia, West Coast and Sounth
African trade have called into requisi-
tion an increased fleet of medium size
sailing vessels during the year, and as
the supply of suitable tonnage has at no
time 'been excessive, the business has
been profitable to owners. The activity
of the River Plate trade, which had been
an important factor in the support of the
general Freight market, for nearly tyo
years, received something of a check
early in the Autumn, owing to monetary
complications and & shortage of the
wheat crop in the Argentine Confederacy.
But the pause in this trade is likelv t
be & mere temporary incident, since the
finances are gradually being readjusted,
aud the incoming crop promises to bea
large one.
The Coastwise trades have been for the
most part brisk, and good rates have pre-
vailed during the greater part of the year.
The activity in the building trades has
caused a good demand for lumber vessels
and rates on the whole have been very
satisfactory to owners.
The prospects for 1890 appear to be
about as promising as they were a year
ago.

Ship-
building on this side of the Atlantic is
almost exclusively confined to large
coastwise schooners, which are not ad-
apted to distant voyages, whereas Great
Britain is turning out little tonnage
other than steamers and large sailing
ships. As a consequence, these handy
size vessels, if well-classed, find ready
employment at relatively good rates of
freight.

New York City Board of Health Admits

New Yorg, Jan. L—It is now admitted
by the board of health that the “grip” is
epidemic in this town, but no measures
to prevent its ‘spread will be taken. It
has spread already far heyond the
possibility of checking it. Moreover, it
is said to be spreading at the «stimated
rate of 8 or 10 per cent. increase daily. Dr
Joseph D. Bryant of the board of health,
said today that physicians.had not been
directed to report cases of “grip” to the
board, because in the first place there
were as many cases of pneumonia and
contagious diseases now reported as the
department could: deal with, and be-
cause “grip” was not in ielf fatal
‘There were 32 deaths from pneumonia
today and 39 yesterday. Thisis about 23
times the normal number for this season.
Very many of these cases have
been complicated by the “grip.” The
board of health declined to advise
the public in the matter,
than to caution people to be careful not
to take cold, but to stay in doors the
moment they suspected the “grip,” and
to send for a physician:at once. After
the “grip” has run its course comes the
greatest danger to the great mass of or-
dinarily healthy people. It leaves the
patient with a tremendous cold in the
head and chest. Bronchitis is generilly
present to a greater or less extent.
