His Excellency, on the recommendation of the 
lonorable the Minister of Customs and underthe 

provisions of the said Act has been pleased to er- 
der, and it ia hereby ordered, th at the said Order 
inCouncil f the 22 d day of May. 168. and the 
Regulations thereby estahlise be and the same 
are hereby repealed, and that th e following Regu 
ations be and are hereby ■ tontal and establish­

ed in lieu thereof —that is to say.
1 Upon the importation of wine for the pur­

pose ot slaughter, th» Importer shall enter the 
same for Wareh use, upon the usu al form of such 
entries, stating upon its ; ce, the number and 
value of the herd, and also the quantity nork 
bacon, hams and lard, which the anmber tateà 
will produce when slaughtered and dressed at 113 
pounds weight for each live hog so imported, and 
the amount of duty to which such produce is or 
may be liable u ler the rate prescribed by the 
tariff in force at the time being as the proper duty 
on meat of that kind. Such Importer shall then 
execute a bond to the Queen, in double th* 
munt of such duty, the condition of which bon! 
shall be, that upon the due exportation with. 
one year of the said products of the swine sein 
potted and converted into pork, bacon, hams and 
land, or payment of the duty secured by the said 
bond, then the said bond shall be and become no 

and void, ot erwise shall remain in full force and
Virtue.

2. Upon the reception into the Bonding Ware 
house, the ..wine shall be regarded only as meat, 

and it shall not be lawful to remove any of them 
from such W arbouse ai ve ; nor shall any part 
of the prod are of such swine be removed there 
from, for any purpose, without a permit from • 
Collector, or proper % Officer of Customs, as in the 

|case of all other bonded goods.
3. Swine imported in the carcases to he oured 

oud packed in bonI may be entered in the usual 
way for W arehouse, and be placed in the premises 
essab ished as a W arehouse of this class for the 
special purpose of curing and packing. The 
weight of such carcasses to be duly ascertained 
by the proper Officer of Customs, and the Impor- 
t-r shall give bonis to the Queen in double the 
amount of duties accrui g thereupon under the 
tariff then in force, con ditione 1 for the due expor- 
tation of the same, or p ayment of duly within twe 
years fr om the date of first entry.

4 The killing pen, cuing and packing house, 
and all cellars, stores or other apartments ineluu 
ed in such o area use, shall be accessible at all 
times Between sun use and sunset le the inspec- 
ion and survey ul the Collector or Inspector of 
ustoms, or any officer of Customs to whom the 

duty of such inspection may be assigned by them 
or e ther of them.

5. The produce of swine imported alive and 
warehoused for slaughter, at the srid race of ,13 
pounds for each hog, and the meat of the swin.
