ART AND TliE__EXHIBlTIﬂI.

While generally the Industrial Ex-
hibition of last year was highly credit-
able, our people were much humiliated
by the character of the works, except in
a few instances, that were shown in the
department of art. The space allotted
to this department was limited, and no
discretion seems to have been shown
by the committee incharge, either in
the selection or rejection of the works
offered for exhibition or in placing those
that were accepted, in positions where
they could be seen to the
best advantage. No adequate appro-
pristion ~was  made for this
department, and it was generally con-
ceded from the first that the exhibit
could result in nothing but failure. When
we recall the appropriation that was
made for fireworks, the space that was
allotted to the exhibit of potatoes, and
contrast these with the appropriation
that was made for, and the space that
was allotted to the art department, we
must conclude that the management
thought that when they had provided an
exhibition of those things that min-
ister to our grosser appetites they had
accomplished their duty—they had noth-
ing to do with the higher longings of the
soul which are appeased by neither fire-
works nor - potatoes. ' Steps should be
taken at once to provide against such a
failure in the art exhibit this year as
that of the last. An efficient committee
should be appointed and a liberal appro-
priation made for the depariment at
once. The exhibition should be called
a loan exhibition and it should be made
up of such valuable pictures and other
works of art as are owned by our people,
and their number is not inconsiderable,as
can be secured for the occasion. Of course
every precaution would have to be used
to secure the safety of such works and
the owners would have to be assured
that the vigilance of those im charge
would never be relaxed. Then we haye
quite a ber of profe ls who
withont doubt would willingly contribute,
and a large number of amateurs, to whom
a liberal space should be allotted, and
who, if they could be assured now . that
such an exhibition had been decided
upon, would make & display that
would be among the most
attractive features of the  show.
To make such a department a success it
is essential that the management should
move at once; it should make a liberal
appropriation both of money and 8
and it should appoint for & e
men who have knowledge of and love

for art, and who will not shirk any
duty that may devolve upon them.

An Indian Legend That Contains Some
of the Features of Haggnard’s Yarm.

One of the Btrangest tales of supersti-
tion comes from the mountain regions
of Arizona, hardly a score of miles from
the capital of that Territory. Here is
alone mountain peak called Mount
Superstition, a name givenit by a race
of Indians that at a very early period
roamed over this part of tbe country,
which at & latér epoch became the hunt-
ing ground. of the Apaches.

Prior to the establish t of mi )y
which the archives show to have been
more than two centuries ago, there came
up the Salt River valley a strange tribe
of Indians, who settled at the foot of
Superstition ' Mountain. Their stature
was about fonr feet, and they came into
the valley 1,000 strong and brought with
them a drove of sheep. These strange
invaders were peacefal, and followed
farming, and the Apaches regarded them
as possessing supernatural powers, and
for this reason the squatter tribe was
not molested. The Indians at once be-
gan work by irrigating and tilling the
goil. On the summit of
the mountain they built a stone wall,
where at night they slept in securityfrom
the encroachments of “their warlike
neighbors. The religious rites of the
strangers surprised the Apaches. When
the sun rose-on the eastern slopes, the
dwarfs would rise, and, facing the orb
of light, stand motionless until it had
risen above the mountains. Then they
would lie face downward for several
moments, during which incantations
were performed by the medicine men,
after w hich tbe{ would rise and go about
their daily work.

The dwarfs occupied their little do-
main for five years, when the Apaches,
who had traded witb_the ‘“little mea,”
were given a surprise.

The Confession of Faith thus deals with
the subject of marriage :—

Marriage ought not to be within the
dggrees_of consanguinity or affinity for-
bidden in the word ; nor can such in-
cestuous marriages ever be made law-
ful by any law of man or consent of
parties, so as these persons may live
together as man and wife. The man may
not marry any of his wife’s kindred
nearer in blom{ than he may of his own,
nor the woman of her husband’s kind-
red nearer in blood than her own.

The notes to the Confession of Faith re-
fer to Leviticus chapter 18 as scrip tural
authority in regard to marriages that
were forbidden. The 18th verse of that
chapter forbids a man to marry his
wife’s sister, in the life time of his wife,
“to vex her.” This has been construed
to mean that & man shall not marry his
wife’s sister, after his wife is dead. After
all, it may ke inquired whether we are
living under the laws of Moses in this
nineteenth century. The Confession
of Faith refers to the 18th and 20th chap-
ters of Leviticus as an authority for the
guidance of good Presbyterians but the
19th chapter, which ought to be of equal
authority, forbids the wearing of a gar-
ment of linen and wool' mixed and in-
structs those who reap the harvest not to
reap the corners of the field. It israther
unfortunate that the Confession of Faith
denounces  as  unlawful marriages
which are sanctioned by law and under-
takes to pronounce them invalid, but it
would seem that in this matter the Con-
fession of Faith will have to give way. It
would be wellfor the General Assembly
to withdraw this gnestion Which the

Two years after thisa band of Chiricahua
warriors, the most bloodthirsty of the
Apache nation, visited the Pinals in the
valley, While intoxicated on pulgue
they attacked the dwarfs, and met a like
reccption to the Zunis, which killed
many of them.

From this time the little dwarfs were
unmolested for several summers, when
they disappeared as suddenly as they
came, going to the southward. The
Apscfxe_s called the woman “pale-faced
Lightning” and claimed that she had
duagpemd in a blaze of fire, and that
the dwarfs, knowing their protector had
gone, fled to a more secure place. The
spirit of the pale-faced squaw is now
suy to reside in a cave in the
mountain, and not one of the Indians
can be hired to this day to go up Super-
stition Mountain.

The. phenomenon that so surprised the
Indians is explained by a re-
siding ¢ Pheenix, Arig.—Mr. P. C. Bick-
nall. He says that on the north side of
the precipice, near the old fortification,is
a dyke of pyritous iron, and on the south
gside the mineral appears in the form of
copperas. In the latter there was a
Bmall hole in which water impregnated
withsalt was constantly dripping. From
this, across the mountain, were veins of
copper in the native state. The copper
stringers connecting the ledges rested on
a kind of slag,produced by volcanic heat.
