She had been badly frightened,
however, and when a couple of the
men went with her to the house where
she was at service she fell while going up
the steps. In the meantime the man
had been caught, but he said he had
given no cause for the outcry; he was
seeing the girl home from the house of
one of her relatives. The crowd there-
upon took him to the relative’s house
where they were joined by the head of
the family, and thus strengthened they

went out to the house where the girl
was staying and called her out for an
explanation. But after all the trouble it
roved to be nothing serious, as the girl

said there was nothing wrong and the
man who was caught running away
asked if there was any young man in the
crowd who would not ask a_young lady
for a kiss if placed in a similar position.
This broke his hearers all up and they
seperated and went to their homes.

The city council of Charlottetown, P, E.
1. is made up of a most chivalrous body
of men. It appears that a short time
since a woman of that city waa arrested
and imprisoned for a breach of the
Scott Act; The council thereupon took
the matter under advisement and passed
the following preamble and resolution
without a dissenting voice.
Whereas, Woman in all ages, savage
and civilized, has been an object of love,
affection and respect; and
Whereas, A woman in this city has
been imprisoned for a breach of an en-
actment not supported by public opinion
and contrary to British freedom, justice
and liberty; and
Whereas, The breach of said enact-
ment consisted in selling an intoxicat-
ing beverage freely used by all classes,
from Her Most Gracious Majesty the
Queen, who is Head of the Church and
Defender of the Faith, to the humblest
of her most loyal and most dutiful sub-
jects; and
Whereas, The various legislatures in
the British dominions, exercising author~
ity delegated to them from the people,
legalize the importation and manufacture
of such intoxicating beverages by im-
posing thereon a specific charge;
Therefore Resolved, That in the
opinion of this Council, imprisonment
of a woman for a breach of an enact-
ment destructive of individual liberty,
opposed to the spirit os the age and
denounced by theologians and moralists
of the highest standing, is an act worthy
of the days of the Star Chamber and
Jeffreys:

The Sugar Cargo.
