An-Interesting Sug&iou of the Unity of
Two Celebrated Poems,

Mr. Gebbie, the publisher, an Ayrshire man
himself,who is now engaged in the preparation
of an elaborate edition of the works of Barns,
has communicated to the Burns Club a very
interesting discovery which he believes that he
has made conceraing one of the notable poems
of the bard of Scotland. Every reader of
Burns is familiar with the beautiful poem
known a8 _ “*A Vision,” or ““The Minstrel of

Lincluden,” and with its impotent conclusion,
The poet relates;
