Women come through every
day, four or five in a party, travelling
over Italy to England, and explain
that aithough they "had been able to
stay in the families of Austrians or
Hunzarians, who were on their coun-
try estates, until now, they had been
forced to leave the place when their
employers returned to the cities.

to the city the poilce would ask ques-
tions and the matter would become

These travellers, when asked how
they were treated on the journey, tell
very varied storis. It may be broad-
ly stated that women who had lived
in Austria or in Hungary for years,
who wore Austrian clothes, and had
the eappearance of the people of the
country, were unmolested. Many of
them speak German so perfectiy as to
pass as Germans, and it is very pro-
bable that no one on the train suspec:-
ed their nationality. Women who
were distinctively English in appear-
ance tell another story. They were
abused by soldiers, searched at fron-
tiers, and shamefully treated in many
ways.

Some men also have contrived tq
prolong their stay in Austrian until
today. These are only rare cases, as
all British French, or Russian sub-
jects, between -eighteen and forty-four
have been'detained in fortresses, as
they would be able to serve in the
army in their own country and thus
only a few of the British population in
Austria and in Hungary at the out-
break of war had any choice in the
matter. They had either to fly aad
get over the frontier, at the earliest
opportunity, or to take their chance
of being imprisoned until the end of
the war. Many got way, still miore
are imprisoned at the present moment.
Most of the elderly men who remain-
ed in Austria or-in Hungary managed
to obtain the good-will of the police
by means of bribes, and thus were
able to settle important business mat-
ters.
