Unijon
will come only through the Holy Ghost,
It may be many years before we shall
all see eye to eye, yet, if we are one
and all engaged im God's work, we
will gradually be drawn mearer and
mearer together until at last the long
looked for day will arrive. The stu-
dent movement, he felt, was a great
step in the right direction, and he hop-
ed that the deliberations at King's
would be crowned with success, and
that a lasting good would accrue from
the conference held within the walls
of King's College.

The chairman then asked Dean Mc-
Rae of Dalhousié Law School to ad-
dress the conference.

Dean McRae spoke on “The Young
Man and His Plans.” All young men,
he said, had a plan, some were con-
scious of it, some were not. A per-
son’s plans are influenced, determined,
and conditioned by his opinion of, anid
attitude towards life, accordingly they
may be selfish or high-minded, as the
case may be. Dean McRae said that
he would like to see, in the faculty of
colleges, a new kind of professor—
“a professor of things worth while,”
one who could appraise and assess
things, and tell us which were worthy
of consideration. In the absence of
such an authority, a young man is
forced to make his own decisions and
set his own standards. Certain things,
such as wealth, happiness, profession-
al or political eminence, influence him.
In order to attain to such positions,
there are certain terms which he must
accept. For some these terms are too
hard and they refuse to pay the price.

One of the obligations of the young
man of the 20th century is to spread
the gospel of service and cmmdfgye.
The century he felt is one of ae-
spread unrest. This unrest and these
conflicts which are continually going
on between groups of men are not au
due to the war. In fact in many cases
they are, he felt, the results of condi-
ons prior to the war and merely ac-
velerated by the latter. Co-operation,
irrespective of rank should be the
watch-word of ev voung man of to-
day. As Canadians we should restrain
ourselves from undue pride and the
tendencies towards Bolshevism. We
should endeavor to be worthy of the
splendid name that our boys have won
celerated by the latter. Co-operation
aspects of the war is the way in which
the British Empire and the United
States have learned to work together.
Canadians, Dean McRae hoped, will
strengthen the bond still more and bed
in a position to smooth over any dif
ficulties whioh the future may pr nt
between the two peoples. As Univers-
ity men, knowledge and reverence
should be the goal. Knowledge divore-
ed from reverence, he felt, 1s immoral
Knowledge should be dedicated to
some noble cause. We should strive
after and try to cultivate tellowship
and friemdship. For many years the
Y. M. C. A. has been doing this by
bringing institytions together and by,
helping to establich a spirit of united
purpose. The English constitution had
survived, he said, because the men
who framed it had a common end—
the welfare of the race. He wished
the conference every success and felt
sure that a real and lasting good would
result from it.

The session was brought to a close
with prayer by Dr. Cock.
