That all will not be
plain sailing is confirmed by a state-
ment emanating from M. Bukharin, a
close associate and supporter of Le
nine, to the effect that the absence of
foreign imports has brought industrial
machinery in Russia to the verge of
annihilation. This is, perhaps, some-
thing in the nature of a wamning and
may also possibly account, to some ex-
tent at least, for the now appamrenit in-
clination of the Soviet government to
tread the paths of peace. The dimi-
nating factors in the Russian situation,
at it will confront the foreign trader,
will be the chaotic state of tramsport
end the shortage of fuel.

Says They Are Bound to Go

__not Support Population —

. Blames Entente for Condi-
tions.

Berlin, Aug. 18.~One of Germany's
leading medicai men, Dr. Max von
Gruber, of Muaich, created a sensa-
ticn yesterday by declaring that Ger-
many cught to allow at least 10,000,000
to 15,000,000 of its sick and under-
nourished childien’'to die without try-
ing to save their lives. He said Ger-
many's population was too large for a
country which had been reduced not
only in size but which had had its
main sources of natural wealth,
whence sprang the motive for the ex-
istence of Germany's 70,000,000 beings,
taken from her. 3

Doctor won Gruber made public
hilg statement after he had refused to
append his signature to an appeal by
leading German doctors for aid from
the International Red Cross in an ef-
fort to save the millions of tubercu
lar children and undernourished wo-
men in Germany.

Following iz an extract from the
statement:

“l am perfectly aware of the state
of the public health in Germany to-
day, but I think it inevitat®® that these
15,000,000 will die one way or an-
other. We are no longer able to pro-
vide for the present population be-
cause we have been robbed of our
fleet, our colonfes, the whole of our
treasures at home and our commerce
and industries are ruined.

“The German nation cannot and
shall not live by begging and it would
be incombatible with its honor if #
should beg from those who brought
all this distress upon us by the attack
they planned =o long ago, by blockade
and the so-called peace conditions.

‘“These nations have heaped cal-
umny, shame and dishonor upon us
during the last six years. Tell the
enemy nations they are guilty if our
children die of disease.”

‘Deliverics of
oil at the Volga wharvé have been
on the whole satisfactoy, but trans-
port from Astrakhan isgreatly ham-
pered. In May, 1920, 0,357 toms of
petroleum products wer: shipped from
this centre. In 19 tie output of
peat fuel was 1,076,78' tons, but the
1920 output will depenx’ on the supply
of labor and food.

The principal meta and repair in-
dustries have been iwited under the
chief board of metal works, but their
condition is very unfvorable owing to
shortege of labor, fod and fuel.

TENNESSEE SWINGS T0
EOUAL SUGFRAGE CAUSE

Women Frantic With Joy
When They Were Assured
of the Great Victory.

Nashville, Tenn, Aug. 18 — The
amendment eXtending equal sutfroge
to women of the United States was
ratified today for inclusion in the fed-
eral constitution, the lower house of
the Tennes:ee legislature voting 50
to 46 to concur in the senate resolu-

| tion adopted Friday 23 to 4.

Acting of the House made Tennes-
see the thirty-sixth to approve the
amendment which lacked tonight ouly
formal certification by Secretary Col-
by, of the United States State Depart-
ment, to combplete itts acceptance by
the country at large.

There is still a possibility that the
House may rescind its action, At the
lagt moment Speaker Walker, leader
of the antisuffrage fcrces, chamged
his vote from no to aye, paving the
way for a motion to reconsider. Un-
der house rules. he can present such
a motion to reconsider within the next
two legislative days Suffragists
launched an wproarious demonstration
before the clerk annfunced the vote for
there was no question that they had
won.

‘Women screemed at the top of thelr
voices, scores placed their arms
around the necks of those neares

them and danced so far as it was
possible to do so, in the mass of
humanity. Hunlirds of suftrage ban-

were waved wildly and many removed
the yellow flowers they had been wear-
ing and threw them upward to mee
a similar shower from the galleries.
