Weather and labor conditions have been
far from perfect for the progress of retail
trade, planting operations and growth, and
building, but the tendency to regard these
drawbacks as merely temporary is still pres
ent. Wholesale trade, maturally quiet at
this season, also reflects these features, bu
so great is the confidence in the future out-
look that, except in the case of cotton man-
ufacturing and building, where the cost of
raw material or of operation has been push-
ed to almost prohibitive heights, optimistic
views still rule.

Railroad operations are very profitable
April showing a gain of 14 per cent. in gros:
receipts, which follows steady and increasing
gains made yearly in that month since 18%
Capital has been sought to be made in the
stock market of the weakness of pig iron
and reported decreases i steel, but the lat
ter is denied, and while production is now
in un-precedented volume reliable statistics o
stocks show no accumulation.

Early estimates of winter wheat produc
tion have becn modified, but the prospec
is sure that the heaviest yvields of forme:
years will be exceeded. Desire to =ecure
wage advances ig largely at the bottom o
numerous strikes occuring this week, bul
opposition to union dictation is the moving
cause of the great lockout in the building
trades at New York and strikes and lockouts
at other cities. The Lowell strike drags its
way along, but the prospect cf the orera
tives winning has been put further away b
the confessedly unprofitable business in cot
ton spinning at present prices.

Present prices and reports generally from
the South back up the impression that arn
increase in cotton ACreage, variously esti
mated, but reaching close to five per cent.
is not improhable. There is a feeling tha
the cotton prospect at presént, increasec
acreage excluded, is not equal to that of las
vear. TExport business in this staple ha
been disorganized by the advance, and Apri
returns of the country's trade as a whole
suffer thereby. While cotton is 2 cents
pound higher than a year ago, print cloth:
are % ceni. lower and curtailment of opera
tions. is freely talked of by millmen, whilc
buyers and sellers of cotion goods are de
terred from operating.
