Those growers: who have the-experi-
ence in proper packing will lighten the
work at the cold storage by sending
in . their contributions well packed in
standard Nova Scetia apple barrels, so
that the fruit will not have to- be re-
packed before shipping. Other growers
who may not be able to do. this, can
send théir contributions along as well as
possible and they will repack them  at
the cold storage.
