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It was then moved by Dr. Bell, seconded by Mr. Straith,
that the Synod receive una adopt the report with the appended
recommendetions, and thank the Committee and especially the

Convener for the zeal, care, «nd diligence with which it has .

been prepared.

It was woved iu amendment by Mr, Laiug, secouded by
Mr. W. 1. McMul'en, tuut the repori be received aud the
thanks of the Synod tendered to tuv Commitsee und especially
to the Convener for their diligence in the wmalter submitted to
them ; and that the Synod now proceed to counfer regarding the
topics submitted in the report, und that the speeches be
confined to five minutes each. )

On a vote b.ing taken, the amendment was carried by a
majority over the motion, und the Synod decided in terms
therecof to confer regaring the topics submitted in the report.

The Synod tuen proceeded to confer, and consider the re-
commendations of the Committee.

On motion, duly seconded, recommendations 1, 2, and 3

were adopted. 'The tourth recommendation, which read as fol-:

lows, was not adopt. d :—** That Presbyteries be recommended
to ingtitute Presvyterial visitutions.” The recommendations
adopted are us foilows :—

1. That the Synod urge on Presbyteries the holding of an
annunal conference on the state of Religion within their bounds.

2. That the Synod direct each Presbytery to appoint one
of its members to receive tue reports on the State ot Keligion
irom Sessions, and propars a report based on them for submis-
sion to Presbytery, and that he be ex-officio a member of the
Synod’s Commitiee.

8. That the Presbyteries be enjomned lo forward their re-
ports to the Convener of the Synod’s Committee at least two
weeks before the meeting of Synod.
