in the mstter of exchanging building
sites, The new provineial buildings to
be erectéd on the gchool site and the
eity hall to oceupy the lot latély occu-
pied by the court house; the public
school to be built in the north end -of
the town. The question of an electric
lght service was also taken up and the
council was addressed by L. P. Eckstein
barrister, on behalf of clients who were
prepared to instal a system if the
municipality did not wish to undertake
the establishment of a plant. He re-
quested that a committee of the ¢ouncil
be appointed, before whom he ecould
submit a proposition, and diseuss the
matter. A committee was appointed
for the purpose and the proposition Jaid
before them, but nothing of z definite
nature was decided on.

A CORDIAL WELCOME.

Thousands Enthusiastically’ Greet the

American: Fieet at Queen’s CIiff.

QUEEN CLIFF, Victoria, Aug. 28.—
Rear admiral Sperry’s flagship, the Con-
necticut, entered Port Phillips Heads at
11:20 o’elock this morning with the other
fifteen battleships. trailing slowly be-
hind, and started on.the ehirty -mile
trip up Port Phillips bay for Malbourne
city. The last of the ships passed into
the headlands at 11:35. o’cleck.  The
morning broke cool and the  sky was
overcast, but as the day advaneed the
weather brightened up and es the fleet
entered Port Phillips Heads, brilliant
sunshine vied with the thousands on
shore in giving the great white fleet a
warm welcome. Queen’s  Cliff, which
commands the Heads, was -densely
crowded with poeple who viewed with
awe and wonder the entrance .of the
American armada into the bay. Fre-
quent special trains from Melbourne and
other centeérs had brought thousands of
persons to Queen’s Cliff and these with
the residents in the vicinity made up a
erowd of 20,000 people who all enthusi-
astically greeted the Americans.

MELBOURNE, Aug. 28.—The United
States Atlantic battleship . fleet under
command of rear admiral Sperry, an-
chored in Port Phillips bay this even-
ing after an wuwneventful voyage from
Sydney. After passing Port Phillips
Heads at 11:20 o’cleck this morning the
ships received a contimious ovation from
the shore and a vast. excursion fleet the
entire thirty miles to the anchorage
grounds.
