A six hundred ton vessel, the name of
which we have not learned, hasgot both
her anchors entangled with the telegraph
cable in the Btraits of Canso. The cap-
tain has offered to cut his chains for
£4,000, or on condition of receiving new
anchors and chains, and $30 a day
demurrage while he ix detained waiting
for them ; otherwisc he will raise hiz
anchors, a proceeding that would almest
certainly break the cable. It is probable
that the telegraph company will agree to
supply new anchors and chain, and pay
the demurrage demanded.—Chronicle.

The law in respect to weights and
mearures came into force on the first of
January, when all grain will be sold
by the 100 pounds, not by the bushel as
formerly. This may be a little iacon-
venient at first, but when all come to
understand it, it will be much more con-
venient, and easy in peckoning. Thelaw
is very strict in this matter, and imposes
a fine of 850 upon any person buying or
selling in any other way than by 100 lbs.,
unless by weasure, than the half bushel
may be used.
