BERLIN, March ¥, (By Frank J.
Taylor)—More than a hundred Sparta-
cans, chained together in the prison
eourtyard, were shot down by machine
guns on Wednesday afternoon. War
Minister Noske has ordered that all
Spartacan prisoners shall be executed
similarly.
Government troops completed the
gapture of the suburb of Lichtenberg
yesterday. The railway station, where
the insurgents had made their final
stand, was taken by storm. The Spar-
tacans suffered 200 casualties in the [
attack.
A meeting of workmen's soviets was
surrounded by soldiers yesterday after-
noon. No attempt was made to inter-
fere with the proceedings but delegates
were under the constant menace of
rifles and machine guns. They pro-
tested to government but Noske re-
fused to withdra 7 the‘ troops.
