Mr. Aikins, it was

Ordered, That the said Bill be read a third time to-morrow.

Pursuant to the Order of the Day the Bill intituled: " An Act to remove doubts
as to the power to imprison with hard labour under the Acts respecting Vagrants,"
was read a second time.

On motion of the Honorable Sir Alexander Campbell, seconded by the Honorable
Mr. Aikmns, it was

Ordered, That the said Bill be road a third time to-morrow.

Pursuant to the Order of the Day the Bill intituled: " An Act to incre'ase the
salaries of the Judges of the Superior Court of Prince Edward Island," was read a
second time.

Pursuant to the Order of the Day the Bill intituled: " An Act to provide for
the incorporation of a company to establish a Marine Telegraph between the coast of
Canada and Asia," was read a second time.

Ordered, That the said Bill be referred to the Comniittee on Railways, Telegraphs
and Harbours.
