Streetsville seniors and 
disabled people will be 
the first residents in Peel 
to benefit from a postal 
security alert program 
sponsored by the United 
Way of Peel and the 
Department of Social Ser 
sices

The Streetsville [Hist of­
fice will distribute 12.000 
pamphlets today asking 
seniors to complete an in 
formation form The 
form which includes the 
names and phone 
numbers of people to con 
tact in case of emergency, 
will be kept on file at the 
Department of Social Ser 
vices Letter carriers will 
be notified of the seniors 
on the routes

I'm aware that there 
are many seniors all alone 
who are concerned that if 
something did happen no

one would know, and I ve 
been thinking of a 
program Uke this for years 
hut money has been a 
problem. said Dan 
Heed a letter carrier in 
Streetsville and a 
representative on the 
postal security alert 
program committee 

Mr Heed said letter 
carriers will be alert for 
signs indicating a senior 
or handicapped person 
may be in trouble such 
as mail or newspapers pil­
ing up in the mailbox The 
letter carrier will then go 
to the nearest phone and

call the department of 
social, services, which will 
contact a person named 
on the senior s registra 
tion form
