1009 members in this Department, 608 of
whom were received during the past year.
The 22 assessments, which have been cols
lected with the accrued interest added
thereto, already amount to the handsome
sum ot $14,512.00, which is deposited in the
Bank of Torunto to the credit of the Endow-
ment Fund of the Grand Legion of Ontario,
Select. Knights of Canada.

While every Comrade has a perfect right-
to his private opinion regarding the feasibil-
ity of the Endowment scheme, and may
accept or reject the benefits which that de-
partment offers him, still I'regret that some
few of our old Beneficiary members, who
are opposed to the Kndowment, have (per-
haps unintentionally) been injuring the
Order by stating that the Endowment was
being boomed at the expense of the Benefi-
ciary department.
