The Cologne Ga:ctte states that Rusein
bas made coloseal preparations for the
conflict which may at any time break
out, but which is regarded, at all events,
as inevitable,

Russia has taken umbrage at the
predominant influence of England in
Pereia, both from a military and a com-
mercial standpoint. Relations between
England and Russia are strained in con-
sequence, It is said the Russian Am.
bassador will be recalled,

Oue member of the Irish constabulary
fs a baronet, Sir T. Eshlln. He {s de-
scended from a Pishop of D,wn and
Conner (Protestant) and a Baron of the
Court of Exchequer. The family bad ex
tenslve estates in Scotlond and Ireland
which were dissipated by the holders of
the title. The prezent baron is forty four
vears old snd {s stationed at Pnoenix
Park depot.

Scares in connection with the White
chapel murders continue and incresse
dally, A lady traveliing in a surburban
train recently waes felghtened into fits by
a man carryfeg a black bag who attempted
to enter the compartment she occupled
while the train was in motlon, and noth
Ing can convince her that she was not
confronted by “Jack the Ripper,” In
North London a lady’s hair was
severed from her head while she +lept, and
a note wae found on her pillow reading : —
“This Is juet to show that I am about.”
This lady, too, believes that she was visited
by the Whitechapel fiend snd none other,

The Germens carry on their plans in
Samoa with & high hand. Having set up
a rival Govercment to further the an-
nexatlon of the islands, now not ounly
those vatives who adhere to the legitimate
chief Mataafa, but the Eoglish and
American reeldents of the islands, are in
consiant danger. The consulates are
fortified and an Engllsh and American
man-of- war lie cff the coast for their pro.
tectlon.  The great mejority of the
people are loyal to Mateafa, but it Is said
that the Germans have made the contest
unequal by supplying the rebels with
rifles and even dynamite,

Lord Salisbury spoke of Dadabhal
Naaroji, the former Hindoo eandidate for
Holburo, as “a black man.” Ha is not
bleck but swarthy, Black ls & term very
offensive to Hiudoos, partly because vhe
average Kugiishwan in Iudia epeaks of
them as “d— niggers.,” Lord Saltsbury has
brought upon himself & storm of indigua-
tlon. Herbert Gladstone i much dis-
plessed at the contemptuoue speech of his
lordship, which he considers eingularly
fnsulting. He told the Liberal Clab at
Latton that he knew both Naoroji and
Lord Salishury, and of the two Lord Sslis
bury wae the blacker, At sny rate, con.
tinued this censor of the Prime Ministes’s
manner, Lord Salisbury has & black baara
and his bair {s dark, while Naorc s coun-
tenance s Europesn and his bair and beard
gray. Cooler critics than Herbert Glad
stene think Lord Salisbury made a mis
take. The Anglo Indian press is horrified,
or one section of it is, by Lord Salisbary’s
step.  The Pall Mall Gazette, by way of
making things pleassnt ail around, pub.
lished a caricature of another Cabinet
Minister as “a blubber lipped Negro.” Oa
the whole the black men way be gratefal
to Lord Salisbury for ths interest he has
excited,

LATEST PHASES OF THE IRISH
QUESTION.

Thousands of pereons attended a de-
monstretion in  Glamevin Cemetery,
Dublip, at the mouument to the Man-
chester martyrs, The proceedings were
orderly.

Lord Wolverton and five other Eoglish-
men were elected members of Mitchels-
town branch of the Irish National League
at & meeting held on the 2nd inet, The
branch was proclsimed suppressed some
time ago under the Coercion Aect, and the
new members thns protest against the
tyranny of the Act,

The Committee of the House of Com.
mons lovestigating the circumstances of
the arrest within the precincts of the
Houee of Commons of Mr. Sheehy, M. P.,
will report that Constable Sullivan, the
officer who made the arrest, comuwitted a
breach of priviiege.

Dublin, Dec., 4 —The Bavkruptey
Court to-day refaced an application for
the release of Th M y, who wes
committed to prison in Javuary, 1887, for
refuslog to bs sworn ard to mske dis
closures regarding the disposition of
money under the Plan of Campaign,

If any further evidence were needed to
show the complicity of the Government
with the T'imes in the vroceedings before
the Commission, it 1s efforded by the fact
that three prisoners under penal servitude
as Invincibles were brought to London to
give evidence for the Times, without any
application having been made to the
Commission for thelr production, and of
course without any order from the Com
mieelon. This piece of infamy will, how.
ever, have little welght in determining
the charecter of & Government so
familiar,

A large number of csttle were brought
by emergencymen from evicted estates in
Ireland Lo Glaegow to be wold, and there
was much jubilation on finding many per-
sons examing the cattle with a view to
making purchases. One of the evicted
tenants, however, made his appearance
snd informed the intending purchasers
how the cattle were got, whereupon the
Scotchmen refused to have anything to do
with them at any price, though they were
offered at a great bargain, Even threaten-
Ings were uttered which boded no good
to the emergercymen, Finally the cuttle
bad to be taken to Edinburgh at great ex
pense, The emergencymen tried to have
the tenant arrested, but as it waa not Ire-
land, the police ordered them away in a
SUMMATYy mauner.

The Natioual League in msny places is
doing much for the populsr education,
Arrangements have been made at Rith
mines for a regular course of sble 1-ctores
on political, literary and historical subjects
during the winter, The reunions will be
enlivened aleo with music.

We learn from United Ireland that the
Msyor of Siigo {8 being subjcied to every
poeeitls persccution during hie fmprison
ment, He was removed from Sligo to
Derry so that the visiting justfces migh
be all hostile, and that the pubiic might
not hear of the dvings in his regard.

During the commune of 1871 he
wasarrested by the orders of Raoul Rigault,
and imprisoned along with the Archbishop
Monsignor Dartboy and several other
promiuent eccleelsstics, It was only by
the coursge and devotion of an insurgent
us)tcin of the name of Revol that he wes
able to escape thelr terrible fate, When
the Vereallies troops at length took Paris
by etorm, a detachment was despatched to
take possession of the great prison of
Mezas, where the archblabop aud bis
clergy bad been confined, provious to
beicg put to death, The soldiers dashed
through the long coriidors releacing the
captives until they reached the kitchen,
where they found a man disguised in the
white dress of a cook, ccoupied
1o preparing the peisoness’ meal,
“Who are you 1" exclaimed the captain,
raising his revolver, “I am the Abbe
Oroz=s, canon and chaplamn of La Grande
Roquette,” was the reply, The abbe
lived in a little lodging quite near the
jail. One of the moat remarkable pieces
of furniture was an old kind of sculp-
tured burpnu, crammed full of all kinds
of souvenirs and purting gifts presented
to him by the oriminals whom he had
accompanfed to the scaffold, As the
canteen of the prison was always closed
at the early hour at which the execations
tock place, the good father always made
a poiat of providing himself with a little
flark of melecissis, a kind of black cur.
rent cordial, mixed with brandy, of which
he insisted that the doomed prisoner
should partake, This is only one
of the thousand little kindnesses
and attentions which he displayea to
the cutoasts of the world, Many were
the messages with which he was in-
trusted by the condemned for the
mothers, wives and children which tbey
left behind to mourn their death. M.
Orozes was forever rexdy to excuse and
to put in a good word for the criminals
intrusted to his epiritual charge, “‘Tho-e
in prison are noi the worst,” he would
remurk. “How many murders would
there be abroad 1f, in accordance with
the superstition of the middle ageo, it
were merely necesssry to prick with a
needle the waxen eftigy of an ecemy in
orler to kili him,”
