The Literary articles will pre-
sent brief histories of all the Magazines, Re-
views, and Newspapers, which have at any time
been under the control of the Church, official or
otherwise. In the Biographical department wili
be given brief biographies of all the Bishops
and ex-Bishops, Book Agents, Editors, emiment
Educators, Ministers, Pioneers, aud Missionar-
ies. In the Historical department will be pro-
duced: 1. A comprehensive article on the Chron-
ology of Methodism. 2. A distinct history of
the Conferences and Missions. 8. Full and im-
partial accounts of the origin, development, and
and present condition, of all the secessions from
English and American Methodism. In the de-
partment of Ecclesiastical Economy, all the pru-
dential regulations, Church bodies, and terminol-
gy, including the important Episcopal decisions
on the several points treated, will each have its
appropriate place in the work. In short, it is
the design of the editors to produce a reliable
and convenient reference work, and a complete
exposition of Methodism in all its branches,
wholly different from any Methodistic publica-
tion extant; and which will supply, at leust for
the present, a desideratum.— Methodist. .
