Clerical Etiquette.

There 1s, or ought to be, a well-understood
rule  of etiquette or courtesy, that when a
clergyman is invited to take part in the ser-
vice of a church in another parish, he should
conform to the standard of ritual adopted in
that parish; and, for the time being, suppress
his own conceptions of what is or is not the
proper thing. An exception to this rule of
courtesy scems to be allowable and proper
in the case of an archdeacon, who in a cer-
tain sense, and to a certain extent, represents

Bishop Creighton’s Congress Address.
