A Mew Factor la Public Affairs.

Those who have at all watched the 
course of public affairs on this continent 
cannot fall to have observed that on 
aevetal important occasions wherein 
public questions have had a direct moral 
result, an entirely new factor has ap­
peared, and baa more than once made 
Itself^powerfully felt. That moral In­
fluence or force is woman. Some years 
ago some remarkably etrougmlnded 
women formed a Union for the purpose 
of curbing the monster evil of Intem­
perance. Their success led to the spread 
of their organisation, and now it has 
called to the front some of the most re­
markable women of our day who es 
lecturers and journalists are making 
their Influence felt In a truly wonderful 
Way. It la how very evident that they 
will have to be reckoned with us in the 
discussion of many questions In the 
mure. • ‘

Sometime ago the women of Toronto 
made np their minds that temperance 
literature should be Introduced Into the 
public schools, and although they were 
met with coldness by those in powi r, 
and on the part of the local government 
of Ontario, hostility to their movement 
they showed they were determined to 
carry their polut and the result waa the 
government at last yielded to their de­
mands.

Chatham Notes.
Chatham, Dec. 8th, ’89.

Smelt fishing this season is not so 
good or profitable as last, the catch be­
ing only one half, and the quality being 
Inferior as to size, only packing a No. 
class with a scarcity of entras;'prices 
vary, from 1 to U cents per pound being 
paid on the Ice, last season three cents 
was paid for first run, every melt 
strange to say waa Bo. 1, with about 
one-third of extras.

The curtailment of the limits this set- 
son, was the salvation of both smelt and 
young base, had the same waters been 
fished this year with bag nets, the catch 
would have been enormous, and glutted 
the market, at well at mined the packers, 
the quality of the smelt being so In­
ferior. The great preservation of young 
basa from total destruction was In Itself 
an important matter, had the usual 
200 bag nets fished 10 to 20 drafts some 
millions of these young fish would have 
been destroyed. The very fact of Messrs 
Wyse and Hogan, overseers, who seized 
some half ton of smelt on Sunday last, 
at .Bushvllle shore, the catch of that 
morning’s tide, wdlle removing this lot 
of smelt sjroe 380 baas were counted 
from the lot end as quay more out of 
the debris left on the Ice. 1 This feet la 
rather contradictory to an ex Warden’s 
statement who lives near that place, 
snd saw some 40 tons ot smelt fiah«d 
there, out of which he only saw a few 
hase. This poachers’ act at Bat brille set­
tles the fact that Government acted wise 
ly In preserving all the waters above Mid­
dle Island for the rescuscltatlon of tl.e 
na»s and that the former report of their 
officers are now confirmed from this 
fact.
