“Daagard-Jensen, Inspector of Danish
North Greenland, after hearing Rasmus
sen and talking with Governor Kraul, of
Upernavik, who has seen and read the
entire record, telegraphed to the Danish
Government in Copenhagen his aseur-
ance of the truth of my declarations ang
guaranteeing them as authentic. The
Danish authorities in Greenland, who are
in reality the advisors of the Danish
Government, have been for nearly four
months in possession of all details of mv
trip. The Danish Government and the
University of Copenhagen as well as the
Danish Geographical Society, have, on
their responsibility, taken over the vir-
tual guarantee for the sincerity and au-
thenticity of my records.

Referring to Peary, Dr. Cook said:

“T have as yet heard nothing but
vague reports. 1 prefer for the present
to believe that the statements which
have been attributed to Peary are incor
rect. T am fully prepared to meet any
chaiges, but I must first see something
definite. T am absolutely certain that
nore of the reports that have appeared
in print emanated either from my Eski
mos, Ahwealah and Ftukishuk, or from
Mr. Harry Whitney. Mr. Whitney has,
without any doubt, kept his promise to
me not to say anything about the expe-
dition and its results, and I feel sure of
my Eskimos. Mr. Whitney will return
to America about the middle of Octo-
ber. He has complete knowledge of all
the facts. He is at entire liberty to
mike public all that he knows. He is
neither bound to stand for me or for
Peary.”

On the question of his plans, Dr. Cook
said:

“I intend to stay in New York for
the present. There 1 will complete my
work. T shall not make any arrange. |
ments for lectures, and T have not vet |
decided whether T shall deliver any be. |
fore my work is done. 1 should not,!
however, like to commit myself on the
point.  As to further explorations, much

will depend on Mrs. Cook. [ shall, how
ever, probably not go again to the
North Pole, although T may proceed on
a northern expedition for the explora- |
tion of the new land we saw on our
journey. That is a task which must |
be carried out. Whether
take it or mot will be a question for
future consideration. It has heen sug
gested that T go to the South Pole, but
T am quite content to leave that to
Shackelton and Scott.”

COOK MAKES A SPEECH.

New York, Sept. 21.—On board the
Grand Republic, Dr. Cook was greeted |
by the official reception committee and |
a wreath of roses was placed about the |
explorer’s neck. Standing on the "Nwri
deck of the steamer, Dr. Cook addressed

GOVERNORS
ARE HUFFED,

Two Boards at Odds Over Iso-
laton Hospital. ;

City Will Not Stand for Un-
necessary Expense.

Mayor Calls Joint Meeiing to
Adjust Matter.

Things are in such a muddle over the
isolation hospital that Mayor MeLaren
has arranged a special meeting this af-
ternoon of the civic Finance Committee,
the Board of Health and Board of Hos-
pital Governors to thrash the matter
out. It was thought that the scheme to
use the Holland A. White house, now
owned by the city, to care for the over-
flow from the scarlet fever wards, the
Hospital Governors to have charge of it,
would solve the problem. The action,
however, of the Board of Health last
night in taking steps to operate the tem-
porary hospital independent of the Hos
pital Governors has caused a breach.

When Chairman Peregrine called up
Col. A. H. Moore, acting Chairman of
the Hospital Board, to-day, to ascertain
if that body was willing to look after
the temporary hospital, he was informed
that the Board of Health could look
after it.

“If that is the feeling of the Hospital
Board it is a big surprise to me,” said
Mayor McLaren. “The Hospital Gover-
nors are quite anxious to have $£10,000
spent down on the Hospital grounds. |
was always opposed to this money being
spent there, but I was always of the
opinion that the Haspital Board should
look after the patients, no matter where
they were, because it conld be dome more
economically. We are now placed in the
position of having to spend $10,000 down
there, and in addition to that open an-
other building to care for the overflow
in the meantime.”

The Mayor says his attitude on the
question was misiepresented in reports
in the morning papers. “\iy position,”
he said, “is this: When the Board of
Health informed me that th> intention
was to rent a honse to care for scarlet
fever cases, | asked what was the use of
going to this expense when the city al
ready had a place. 1 intended that the

cases should be looked after in this
house by the Hospital Board, and I was
surprised to find last night that the

Roard of Health wanted to equip and
maintain it separately.”

His Worship is hopeful that a satisfac
tory understanding will be reached this
afternoon, when the three bodies inter-
ested get together.
