“I
have not changed my view since I
have been there last, but I have
bLeen greatly impressed by the pros-
pects of British Columbia.
to me that there is a vast field there
for thousands of people. That is
people of the right kind, especially
if rightly managed, and assisted in
a rational way.”

Ambassador Bryce Addresses Chicago
Students.

Chicago, Ill., June 11.—Ambassador
James Bryce, delivered the conversa
tion oration at the graduation exer-
cises at the University of Chicago to-
day on “What University Instruction
May Do to Provide Intelliectual
Pleasures for Later Life.”” Later he
1eceived the honorary degree of “Doc-
tor of Laws.”

In his address the British Ambas-
sador commented upon the fact that
production and transportation have
been transiormed by science and he
asserted that the effect of science al-
so is strongly felt mn education.

Sixty years ago, he said, science
was not given a prominent part in
the curriculum of schools and univer-
stties.

“All education has two sides,” Mr.
Bryce said. ‘It is meant to impart
the knowedge, the skill, the habits
of diligence and concentration which
are needed to insure practical suec-
coss, It is also meant to form the
character, to implant taste, to cul-
tivate the imagination. Every one
of us ought to have a second or in-
ner life, over and above that life
which he leads among others for the
purpose of his vocation. We ought
to have some pursuit or taste to
which he can turn from the daily
routine. Whatever the taste or pur-
suit may be, whether of a higher
or common type it is good for him,
but, of eourse, the more wholesome
and elevating the taste or pursuit is,
s0 much the better for him. No-
where in the world does there seem
to ‘be so large a proportion of the
people that receive a university edu-
cation as here in America. The ei-
fects of this will doubtless be felt
in the next generation. Let us hope
that they will be felt fiot. only in
the complete equipment of your eciti-
zens for public life and in their

Warm  sunshine interposed with
showers has given all vegetation a
marked degree of vitality.

CRIMINAL CASES CONCLUDED.

Supreme Court Has Comoleted Crim-
inal Docket—Civil Cases Now Be-
ing Heard.

The criminal docket of the June
sittings of the Supreme Court for the
Edmonton judicial district, was com-
pleted yesterday afternoon . by the
hearing of the case of Rex vs. Say-
mour, accused of ineest. Mr. E. B.
Cogswell appearing for the erown, and
Mr. Geo. O’Connor, .of Griesbach,
O’Connor and Allison, for the accus-
ed. The accused was allowed to go
on suspended judgment.

The criminal decket at the opening
of the sittings comprised six crown
cases, one of which, Rex. vs. Seme-
rad, was afterwards withdrawn by
the crown for lack of evidence.

In Rex vs. Mikota, the accused was
dismissed on suspended sentence, Mr.
Newell, of Beck, Emery and Newell
being counsel for the accused.

In Rex vs. Petite, accused of ap-
propriating $1,300 was discharged on
suspended sentenee, H. A. Mackie ap-
pearing for the aceused.

In Rex vs. Gorden, charged with in-
decent assault, was acquitted, H. A.
Mackie being his eounsel.

The case that excited the greatest
public interest was the trial of Vie-
tor Houde pon the charge of murder-
ing Geo. Woeeds. The history of the
case shows that public opinion was
strongly against Houde at the time
of the alleged murder ,and not until
the strategic move of the defence in
placing the prisoner in the box at the
trial on Tuesday night was there uny
intimation or clue that none but a
premeditated and cold-blooded mur-
der. had been committed. The se-
quence of events as disclosed by the
prisoner’s evidence, even corroborat-
ed by crown witnesses, indicated that
the prisoner had acted in self-defence
against attack at the hands of a much
stronger man on which ground the
prisoner was acquitted.

PRESERVATIONVOF RESOURCES.

Norfolk, Va., June 12.—President
Roosevelt addressed the National Edi-
torial Association yesterday afternoon
and -after speaking to them as to their
capacity oi moulders and guilders of
public thought, said in part:

“In addition, I want to speak to
you on two great mevements in our
public life which I feel must neces-
sarily occupy no inconsiderable part
of the time of our public men in the
near future.

“One of these is in regard to certain
questions respecting our system of
taxation so as to make it bear more
heavily on those most capable of sup-
porting the strain. The other is the
question of utilizing the general re-
sources of thre nation in the way that

will be of most benefit to the nation |

as a whole.

‘“Hitherto as a nation we have
tended to live with an eye single to
the present and have permitted the
reckless waste and destruction of
much of our natural wealth. The con-
servation of our natural resources and
their propesr use constitute the
problem upon which underlies every
problem of our national life. - Unless
we maintain an adequate material
basis ior our civilization, we cannot
maintain the institutions in which we
take so great a pride and to waste
and destroy our natural resources
means to undermine’ this materia);
basis.

“Even such questions as the regu-
lation of railway rates and the con-
trol of corporations are in reality
subsidiary to the primal problem of
the preservation of the interests of
the whole people of the resources
that nature has given us. If we fail
to solve this problem, no skill in solv-
ing the others will in the end avail

| us very greatly.

“All who have thoughtfully studied
the subject have come to see that
the solution of the public lands
question lies ' with thé¢ homemaker,
with the settler who lives on his
land, and that government control of
the mineral, fuels and the public
grazing lands is necessary and in-
evitable.

“Now as to the matter of taxation.
Most great civilized countries have
an income tax and an inheritance
tax. -In my judgment both should
be part of our system of taxgtion.”
