Teriible Earthquake in San’
Francisco City.

Ba¥ Fraxcisco, Oet. 21.
A heavy shock of an earthquake was
felt hure at 7:50 this morning. Several
buildings were thrown down, and a con-
id, Bl T A
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ground settled which threw buildings
out of line, and at present no estimate
can be made. Several heavy shocks
have followed, which have cansed great
alarm., At San Jose, a number of build-
ings were considerably injured.

BECOND DESPATCH —A™ survey of the
city shows that the principal damage is
confined to the lower portion of the city,
among the old buildings. Business is
suspended. Several lives were lost. The
damage done will not exceed ' a million.
At Oakland the ground opened in several
places, and a strong sulphurous smell
was noticed after the shock. From va-
rious parts of the country near San Fran-
cisco the shock is reported as severe, and
in many places the earth opened and
water gushed forth.

TorD DESPATCH — Twelve shccks
were felt during theday. At the corner
of Market and First streets the ground

! opened several inches wide and about

fifty teet long. Four lives were lost and
many seriously wounded. All the public
buildinge are a complete wreck. The
shock was felt aboard the shipping in
the harbor as if the vessels had struck
upon a rock, although the water was
smooth at the time of the shock.

Riyalry of Toronto and Hamilton.

The Toronto correspondent of the Mon-
treal Witnessdraws the following picture
of the feeling which subsists between the
Provincial capital and the “ Ambitious
City.” Hesays: “It is difficult to im-
agine by any one who has not actually
experienced it the intensely bitter jealous
feelings of rivalry with which the people
of Hamilton regard those of Toronto. The
Torontonian in their eyes is the very in-
carnation of municipal greed and seifish-
ness, whose main object, next to his own
advancement, is the infliction of injury on
Hamilton, from motives of pure spite and
malice. Even the Toronto, Grey and
Bruce Railway is supported mainly on
this ground, and in order to divert from
its natural channel the trade which should
flow from the North West into Hamilton,
and thus gratify the enemity of Toronto,
as well as her grasping and insatiate
avarice. Toronto would make the entire
Province tributary 1o its schemes for ag-
grandizement ; and parrow-gauge rail-
ways, Georgian Bay Canal, and all such
projects are started purely and solely with
a view to Toronto interests and without a
thought of benefiting any other locality.
The cool and contemptuous allusions to
Hamilton in the Toronto press, and the
under-estimation of the importance of
their city,apparently is a sourceof intense
aggravation to the irritable Hamiltonians
who had worked themselves up in a fury
at the success of the railway schemes,snd -
are now prportionately exhilarated at the
result of the Normanby vote, giving To-
ronto a temporary check, The sentiments
entertained by the aneient Carthageninns
towards their rivals of Rome, differed
probably rather in degree than kind from
the estimation in which Toronto is held
by the denizens of the Ambitious City,
who speak of us much as if we were semi—
civilized foreigners, not quite free from s
suspicion of occasionally indulging ins
cannibalism or idolatry, rather than en—
Jightened fellow-subjeets of Victoria.”
