““Capt. Duffus will be in command.
A number of artillerymen will arrive
here Wednesday from Bermuda on
the steamer Beta. The men to be
taken from Halifax will also be se-
lected.

“The recent reverses in South Af-
rica, together with the little trouble
at the War COtfice relative to the dis-
missal of Bulicr and other matters,
are not looked vpon in too favorable
a light. The recent reverses attend-
ing DBritish arms in Africa has been
the means of intensifying the feeling
against the War Office, and the Im-
perial authorities will take prompt
means to bring the war with the
Boers to as speedy a termination as
possible.”’

bars of soap, plugs of tobacco, pack-
ets of cigarettes, pins, needles, cot-
ton, thread, buttons, tape, laces,
towels, socks, shirts, and a score of
other vseful things that a soldier
needs.
Netherlands Accept.

Lcendon, Nov. 5.—At  vesterday’s
session of the South African Cou-
pensation Commission, Major-Gener-
al Sir John Ardagh, the rvepresenta-
tive of the Government, announced
that the Netherlands had accepted
Great DBritain’s terms for the settle-
ment of the claims of Dutch sub-
jects for damage as the result of
their expulsion from South Africa.

EVEN AXXIETY FOR FUTURE.
Sir Michnael Hicks-Beach Makes an Im-
portant Anmouncavrent at Bristol.

London, Nov. 5.—What is regarded
as an important anmouncement, pre-
paring the people of Great Britain
for new taxes and fresh loans, was
made last night by the Chancellor of
the Exchequer, Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach, in a speech at Bristol.

After alluding to the ‘‘enormous in-
crease in the ordinary expenditures’’
of the Government, he reviewed the
war taxes, and said that the ever-in-
creasing demand of the National Ex-
chequer gave reasons for careful
thought, and even anxiety for the fu-
ture.

‘““The cost of the war in South Af-
rica is enormous,’”’ said Sir Michael.
‘“It still drags on. It may be, when
next year comes, that I may have to
ask the people of this country to
bear even greater burdens and to
make even greater sacrifices.’’

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach announced
that the Government was communi-
cating with the authorities in South
Africa with a view to a change of
the situation of the concentration
camps, and to an amelioration of
their conditions.

5.—The trial of

rail-

way conductor, and Christian Scien- |
tist, charged with the manslaughter
of his six-year-old boy Roy, occu-
pied the whole of yesterday in the
Criminal Assizes, and will be con-
tinued this morning with the ad-
dress of counsel and Chief Justice
Falconbridge’s charge to the jury.
About a score of witnesses were
examined yesterday on behalf of the
defence, all of whom said they had
undergone Christian Science treat-
ment and had been cured. The ac-
cused testified of his own cure of
catarrh and la grippe, and W. W.
Vickers, his counsel, explained at
some length the new faith. The
case is full of interest to those who
profess the Christian Science faith,
and who are present in large num-
bers.

Chief Justice I"alconbridge, at the
opening of the court yesterday morn-
ing, announced that he had decided
that it was impossible to state a

case without a statement that the
prisoner would not apparently ad-
mit. An English tribunal, whose

judgment he was bound to follow,
had held that medicine was a neces-
sary of life. The trial must go on,
he said, until the jury had deter-
mined on the innocence or guilt of
the prisoner Lewis.

Mr. Vickers secured special per-
mission from the court and reviewed
the line of defence to the jury. The
text of his address was that Chris-
tian Science was a system of reli-
gion that combines a system of heal-
ing.

Mr. Guthrie, the Crown prosecutor
formally objected to the admission
of evidence relating to the Christian
Science faith. His Lordship over-
ruled the objection, and the prisoner
was called as the first witness for
the defence.

Lewis claimed

that he had been

personally cured of a chronic ca-
tarrh and la grippe bv Christian
Science treatment. His son Roy

had been previously cured once be-
fore when he was very weak with a
contagious disease bv a demonstra-
tor. He believed Christian Science
rendered adisease not ‘‘malirnantly
dangerous.””

This Fameus Russian Priest Reperted to
Have Performed a Miracle.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 5.—The fa-
mous Russian priest, John of Cron-
stadt, is reported to have just per-
formed a miracle.

A woman unable to 1move her
limbs was carried to him. He fast-
ened his eyes on her and bade her

make the sign of the cross. After
much effort she did so. He then or-
dered her to rise. This she did, but
evidently in great pain.

After a few minutes the pain de-
parted, it is averred, and at Father
John’s request she walked around
him, supported by her friends, and
on being told to go to pray and
make the sign of the cross she moved
without assistance.

According to the Russian news-
papers—which give the name of the
woman and the place where the al-
leged miracle occurred—thousands of
persons witnessed all this, and all
the woman’s relatives and friends
have sworn that to their knowledge
the woman had been a helpless crip-
ple for years.

Nerwegian Steamer Aground.

Halifax, N.S., Nov. 5.—The Nor-
wegian steamer Kong Haakon struck
on the rocks of Isle Madame, near
Arichat, C.B., Sunday night in a
thick fog and remains there hard and
fast. She will probably prove a to-
tal loss, as a storm is approaching.
The steamer was laden with seals
and was on her way from Cape Tor-
mentine to Cardiff. The crew, after
the steamer stranded, made every ef-
fort to get her off, but without suc-
cess, and at daybreak yesterday the
decks were under water. The Kong
Haakon is owned in Norway, is of
1,478 tons and was formerly the
British steamer Karndale. She car-
ried no passengers.

James Mid-
dleton, of Philadelphia, fireman of
the locomotive of the freight train,
was instantly killed, and Engineer
Frank Gallagher and Brakeman J.
J. Devine, also of the freight train,
were seriously injured. Five freight
cars were derailed and set on fire by
the collision, and the tracks were
blocked.
