Then 1 suppose we s
the usual outbreaks of disease—scarlet
fever, typhoid and even \iip*u‘. ia,
We rarely escape a more or less vig-
orous outbreak of this nature with ev-
ery returning fall, and usuailly a num-
ber of families are put into mourning
in conseqguence,

“The cause of it is the death dissem-
inator—sewer gas. People saut up
their houses tight as diums for we ‘ki
and months as the case may be. The
only eeal to the plumbing apparatus
at best is the water held in the S
coil. This water during the weeks it
gtands stagnant becomes tainted and
then saturated with emanations from
its sewer connections. Then it begins
to distribute poison on its own account
all through the house. Go into a
heouse of this kind and you will often
find even the gilt on the picture frames
and the bright metal elsewhere about
the rooms stained and dlscolored by
the gas. People in hundreds of cases
move right into their houses and
apartments and go to living in them
on that very day. If the children or
any of the family, as is often the case,
have summer colds and sensitive
throats, there is a fine field for the

iphtheria germ to take hold. Other
diseases likewise lurk all through the
house, mparticularly in the sleeping
apartments. I have known an entire
family of four children to be stricken
down within ten days or two weeks.

““A houee should be opened and thor-
oughly aired from cellar to garret, not
one, but three or four days in succes-
sion, before it is occupied after hav-
ing been ghut up for a few weeks or
months. And that is not all. The
water connections, every one of them,
should be thrown open and the entire
pipe system thoroughly flushed again
and again on every day that the house
is thus opened. The blinds or ingide
shutters, or both, ghould be flung wide
open, and the shades raised so that
every bit of sunlight possible may
penetrate the house for three or four
days before the house i occupied. A
vast deal of illness, death and sorrow
might be saved by these simple pre-
cautions. It iz estonishing that go
many people will neglect them.”
