THE TIME LIMIT.

Cape Town, June 11. — An extraor-
dinary issue of the Official Gazette,
published today, fixes July 10 as the
limit in which the Boers or rebels who
surrender will receive the benefit of
the peace terms. All rebels surren-
dering before that date will be merely
disfranchised for life, and will not be
subject to trial or punishment. Ex-
ception is made in the case of field
cornets and justices of the peace, who
may be tried and fined or imprison-
ed, but they will not be executed.
Rebels who hold out after July 10 will
be subject to the extreme penalty for
high treason.

BOERS FBING “GOD SAVE THE
KING.”

London, June 11. — A dispateh from
Lord Kitchener, dated from Pretoria,
yesterday, announces that Van Ton-
der's and Van Heerden's commands,
having with them 4068 rifies, have
surrendered near Ventersdorp camp,
Southwestern Transvaal. At a con-
cert subsequently the burghers sang
‘““Auld Lang Syne” and ‘“Ged 8ave the
King.”” Further surrendergs of 619
rifles and 23,000 rounds of ammunition
were also announced.

BOER ALLIES.

Boer commandoes arriving at Pre-
toria bring reports of fresh instances
of fraternization between the Boers
and the British troops. The Boers
generally hold unfavorable estimates
of their foreign allies, except the
Americans, whom they declare to be
ecrafty and great fighters. A promi-
nent commandant said: “All the Ger-
mans are fit for is to give horses sors
backs.”

NEW TAX ON TRANSVAAL
MINERS.

A proclamation has been issued sub-
stituting a tax of ten per cent net
on the profits of mining operations
for the five per cent tax imposed by
the late Volksraad.

KILLED ON BOARD THE WINNI-
FREDIAN.

Ottawa, June 12.—The governor-gen-
eral has received word from the casu-
alty department that Melvin Gorton,
of the 4th Canadian Mounted Rifies,
had been accidentally killed on board
the troopship Winnifredian at sea on
June 6.

Of the Presbyterian General
Assembly of Canada.

A MANITOBA COLLEGE MAN

The Session Opemed for Business
With Four Hundred Delegates
in Attendance.

Toronto, June 12.—The 28th General
Assembly of the Presbyterian Church
in Canada was opened last night in
Bloor Street Presbyterian Church. The
principal business transacted was the
election of a moderator to succeed
Rev. Dr. Warden. This office was
unanimously given to Rev. Prof. Geo.
Bryce, LL.D.,, of Manitoba Coliege,
Winnipeg.

Dr. Bryce was nominated by Prin-
cipal Caven and seconded by Dr.
Murray, of Halifax, while Dr. Fletcher,
of Hamilton, was nominated for the
same office by Dr. Lyle and seconded
by Mr. Ratcliffe.

Dr. Lyle, in presenting the name of
his nominee, declared that the college
got too large a share of the honors of
the church and that it was time for
the “‘common’” pastore who de¢ the
work to occupy some of the chief of-
fices in the gift of the general as-
sembly.

On a vote being taken, Dr. Bryce
received a large majority and his elec-
tion was then made unanimous.

In returning thanks or the honor
accorded him, the new moderator
made a strong plea for the support
and sympathy of the assembly for the
pioneer.

A GREAT WORK IN THE WEST.

He realized that in the west there
was a great work to be accomplished
by the church, that something must
be done to meet the needs of the thou-
sands of people who are going out
there this year. A man was wanted
to take up the work laid down by the
late Rev. Mr. Robertson and two
others would be required to assist.

DR. WARDEN’'S REVIEW.

Prior to the election of the moderat-
or, a short service was held, the chair
being occupied by Rev. Dr. Warden,
who delivered a sermon, in which he
reviewed the work during the past
yvear of every department. He first
referred to the number of those who
had been removed by death, naming
the late Rev. Dr. Robertson, superin-
tendent of western home missions;
Rev. Dr. McKay, who died in For-
mosa; Dr. John Laing, of Dundas, and
Rev. Principal Grant, ail of whom had
rendered invaluable work to the
church. In all, 22 ministers had pass-
ed away during the year. In no pre-
ceding year, said the speaker, had the
church lost so meny prominent men.

The century fund organized three
years ago, he said, far exceeded the
amount expected, $1,440,000 having
been paid; of this amount $400,000 be-
ing paid during the year. Despite the
century fund the other funds of the
church also showed increases. The
augmentation fund assisted 370 con-
gregations. The home mission flelds
numbered 506, and there were 1471
stations regularly fillled, representing
759 elders, 118,114 families and 219,470
communicants. The speaker regretted
that there were 226 congregations
which could not report an addition to
the number of communicants, while
656 congegations made additions which
did not exceed six in any church, In
this case there was surely ground for
humiliation.

RAISED $2,857,000.

During the year $2,857,000 wag raised
for denominational purposes. There was
an indebtedness of §1,500,000 to the
church. The Sunday schoeol teachers
and officers numbered 21,700, and the
gcholars 182,300, an increase of 626 in
the number of scholars. The speaker
thought that there still remained many
who did not attend Sunday school,giv-
ing as the cause a lack of parental
tralning and home influence. The nuu-
ber connected with the Christian En-
deavor and similar organizations was
26,319, a falling off compared with other
years. The eight Sunday school publi-
cations had a circulation of 173,187. in
the aged and infirm ministers’ {und
$232,000 had been received, 101 minis-
ters receiving assistance.

The amount on hand in the widowys’
and orphans’ fund was $403,540. Out of
this fund 179 widows had been given
aid. These funds, said the speaker,
had not received the hearty support
they warranted. In the five colleges
under the jurisdiction of the church
were 36 professors. Forty-six studernits
graduated during the year. ‘hey had
an endowment of $1,000,000. During th>
year the congregations raized $38,000 for
the colleges. Dr. Warden regretted that
it was found necessary to send to the
old country for trained missionaries.
The home missionary work in all parts
of the Dominion were well in hand.
The foreign missions were also doing
much good work.

In Canada there were 1,000 Chinese
receiving religious instruction. Pr.
Warden highly complimented the wo-
man’s organization for what they have
done towards missionary work.

In cenclusion he suggested that each
member of every congregation give 1
cent a day for a year towards the var-
ious schemes of the church. If this
was done the collections of the preced-
ing year would be doubled.

In concluding his sermon Dr Warden
declared the assembly open. He then
conducted the election of & successor,
after which he stepped out of the chief
office.

Fully 600 delegates will attend the
meatings.

Ottawa, Ont.,, June 11.—IIajor-Gen-
eral O’Grady-Haly held a levee this
afternoon, at which nearly all the offi-
cers of the Ottawa brigade were pres=-
ent to say gocd-bye. The general and
Mrs. O'Grady-Haly leave for Montreal
tomorrow. The major-general’s term
of office does not expire until the 18th
of July, so that until that time he is
“on leave,” with permission to travel
abroad. The general's valedictory to
the forces was issued in a special mil-
itia order this afternoon. It says:

“Major-General O’'Grady-Haly, being
about to proceed on leave of absence,
pending the expiration of his period of
command of the Canadian militia,takes
this opportunity of bidding his Cana-
dian comrades, officers, non-commis-
sioned officers and men a very cardial
farewell.”

The major-general feels it a high
honor that it should have fallen to
him during his tenure of command to
organize and dispatech to South Africa
the largest force of Canadian soldiers
that has ever left her shores to share
in the battles of our empire, and also
to have mobilized for the purpose of
extending a welcome to the son of the
King and his illustrious consort, some
21.000 officers and men, with 72 guns,
the largest parades of purely Canadian
troops that have ever bheen brought
together for ceremonial and state oG-
casions.
