On that occasion we met to 
pay our respects to an old servant who had literally worn 
himself out in the city's service. Now we come to pay our 
respects to three men than whom none seemed assured of 
longer life. We mourn the premature death of Chief Clark, 
Sergt." Cockburn and Fireman Wein.
