In this instance they reopened 
the case and released her on substantial 
bonds, and Capt. Warren will go to Seat­
tle, where she now is and bring her to 
this port. Bonds tendered by the Amer­
ican. owners were accepted. The skins 
were sold and Mr. J. Boscowitz was the 
pnnapa1 buyer, he paying from «3.26 to 
«3.76 each for skins. He shipped them 
on the Ancon and they were landed at the 
outer wharf yesterday morning. The 
schooners now at Seattle will be sold 
shortly, except in the case above cited.

With regard to the authorities at Sitka, 
Capt; Warren expressed himself as being 
pleased with the reception he met and the 
treatment he got during his stay.

To the Editor—I think the members 
for Cariboo are much to be congratulated 
on their motion for the erection of Gov­
ernment reduction works for the purpose 
of testing, on a working scale, the re­
fractory gold ores of the province; and I 
also note with satisfaction that the 
minister of mines thoroughly approves of 
the object aimed at.

erable outlay had been incurred.

It must not be inferred that I am ad­
vocating the erection of large works out 
of all keeping with the existing state of 
things; but what I do most strongly 
visé is the erection in some central min­
ing position, perhaps on some mine, 
of such- a redaction plant as would 
be capable of dealing with fair­
ly large parcels "of ore, having 
tive power sufficient for, at least, 
double the number of stamps it may be 
proper to start with ; and with furnace 
and chlorination equipment equal to deal­
ing with the concentrated products of the 
larger stamping power.

Several months ago fche steamer Etta 
White came down from Moodyville to go 
on the Star shipyard wavs to be re-caulked 
and coppered, have her engines re­
modeled and fier boilers repaired. Yes- 
Wednesday afternoon steam was raised and 
Capt Smith took her for a run down the 
Straits for a trial of her engines. Mr. R. 
P. Rithefc and Mr. Russell, steamboat in­
spector, under whose supervision * fche 
work on the engines was carried out, 
were on board, and everything worked to 
the entire satisfaction of both gentlemen.

The engines formerly had two 17-inch 
cylinders, and the amount of fuel burned 
was so large that a re-modeling was con­
sidered necessary. As soon as it was 
possible to lay her up, the Albion Iron 
Works were ordered to construct a new 
cylinder of 30 inches, low pressure, and 
the White now has compound engines, one 
of the old 17-inch cylinders being used, 
improvements having been added. On 
the trial trip the engines turned 96 revo­
lutions with a head.of 60 pounds of steam 
on, whereas formerly they made 80 revo­
lutions with 40 pounds of steam. The 
saving in fuel, Mr. Russell says, will be 
from thirty-five to forty percent The 
working of the various parts of fche engines 
was most satisfactory, nota hitch occurring, 
It is said to be the most complete job ever 
turned out here, and Mr. Russell is to be 
complimented on the success of his efforts.
