THE SITUA TION IN ENGLAND.

Those who believed that the collapse 
of the Times case before the Commis­
sion would greatly weaken Lord Salis­
bury’s Government have by this time 
found themselves mistaken. The Gov­
ernment is as strong in Parliament since 
Piggott’a breakdown and confession as 
it was before those events took place. 
Lord Hartington is as firm a supporter 
of the Prime Minister as ever he was, 
and Mr. Chamberlain’s alliance with 
the To s has not been weakened. The 
disco that the letterp upon which 
the T .es depended to prove Mr. Par­
nell’s complicity with crime and outrage, 
the Conservatives maintain, makes no 
difference in the principles for which 
they contend. They are striving to 
preserve the unity of the Empire, which 
they believe to be threatened by the 
Home Rule party, and Mr. Parnell in­
nocent is even mole dangerous than Mr. 
Parnell guilty. The question at issue 
is really not affected by Mr. Parnell’s 
guilt or innocence. The Unionists see 
this, and they therefore present as firm 
a front to the Home Rule—which has 
now become synonymous with the Lib­
eral—Party as ever they did. Although 
the stand taken by the Unionists is 
perfectly logical, it is questionable whe­
ther it is consistent. If the Times 
had been able to prove the genuineness 
of the letters attributed to Mr. Parnell, 
would the Conservatives in that case be 
ready to admit that the issue between 
the parties was in no way connected 
with the innocence or guilt of Mr. Par­
nell and his associates? We hardly 
think they would, although it would be 
as true then as it is now that the ques­
tion of Home Rule must stand or fall on 
its own merits.

Although the failure, or the apparent 
failure of the Parnell case has made no 
difference in the relative strength of 
parties in the House of Commons,* the 
Liberals believe that it has greatly 
weakened the government In the coun­
try, and they point to recent bye-elec­
tions as giving good grounds for this 
conclusion. But bye-elections are not 
always to be depended upon as indica­
tions of the* direction of the current of 
public opinion, and it is therefore not 
wise to place too much confidence in 
them. But even if a majority of the 
people at this moment do feel inclined 
to support Mr. Gladstone and his policy, 
Lord Salisbury is determined not to 
give them the chance. The present Par­
liament has still three years to live, 
and the Premier .-at Watford, the other 
day, declared his intention to continue 
in power as long as he is supported by 
a majority in Parliament. He said :

And if, as I am led to believe by cer­
tain utterances I have seen, there are 
any people who imagine that by any 
process whatever, short of a vote of 
want of confidence they can procure a 
dissolution of the present Parliament, 
my impression is they are very much 
mistaken. If the House of Commons 
remains of its present mind, if the pres­
ent members remain of their present 
mind, no event or no series of events can 
materially alter the position of parties 
in the House of Commons In respect of 
a vote of want of confidence, and noth­
ing but a vote of want of confidence can 
procure the dissolution of Parliament. 
It therefore seems to me that those who 
count on obstruction or abuse, or any 
other weapons of that kind, for the pur­
pose of procuring such a dissolution, are 
amusing themselves with a dream which 

v will only disappoint them. ’ ’
It will be seen from this that Lord 

Salisbury is bound to give the people of 
Great Britain time for reflection on the 
issues of the day, no matter what may 
.be the result of the bye-elections in the 
meantime. Three years is a long time 
in the political world. There is no 
knowir what changes of opinion may 
take place in that time or what new 
issues may spring up. There is one 
change which is probable, and one which 
cannot fail to alter the aspect of affairs 
very materially. There are men who 
do not scruple to give public expression 
to their conviction that Mr. Gladstone 
will not live to see another general elec­
tion, and, strange as it may appear, the 
opinion, sometimes clothed in the coars­
est language, is greeted with loud ap­
plause by the hearers. This, more than 
anything that we have read, shows the 
bitterness and the intensity of party 
feeling in Great Britain.

is enormous. Factories, foundries, rail­
ways, steamships all depend upon coal 
for their usefulness. It is no wonder 
that thoughtful men in different coun­
tries are taking stock of the world’s 
supply of coal. It is calculated that at 
the present rate of consumption Great 
Britain’s supply will be exhausted in a 
hundred years. But who is to say how 
long the present rate of consumption 
will be sufficient for its needs. Every 
year the consumption goes on increasing, 
and if the rate of increase is kept up the 
stock of coni will give out long before 
the hundred years have expired. In 
America anthracite coal is chiefly used 
for generating steam and for domestic 
purposes. The amount consumed is al­
most incalculable. The Southern Pacific 
railway alone uses about two thousand 
tons a day. And this consumption is 
also constantly increasing. Without 
making allowance for the inevitable in­
crease, it is estimated that the supply 
of anthracite coal in the United States 
will not last longer than two hun­
dred years, but it is said that 
the supply of bituminous coal is 
practically . inexhaustible. Nothing 
has as yet been found to take the place 
of oo&L Electricity is coming into use 
as a motive power and improvements 
are being continually made, but in most 
situations coal is required to generate 
electricity. Water can be used for that 
purpose. But there are many places 
where water power is not to be had.
The applicabifrty of electricity as a mo­
tive power still requires development.
Very little, comparatively, is as yet 
known of its capabilities, but it does not 
appear that there is much chance of its 
superseding steam. Ericsson, just be­
fore his death, believed that he had 
made the great discovery of his life 
in the storage of heat from' the 
rays of the son. He hoped that 
the motive power of the future 
was to be drawn from that source. His 
caloric engine was in some degree suc­
cessful. Sufficient power could be ob­
tained to drike light machinery but it 
was not strong enough to propel a ship.
It may be that he has pointed out the 
way by which some genius in the future 
will be able to accomplish wonders.
Petroleum is used as fuel in Russia, In­
dia and China. It is said to be the 
cheapest and most satisfactory fuel ever 
found-in that part of the world. But 
the supply of petroleum is very far from 
being inexhaustible. When it gives out 
what is Russia and India to do for 
fuel? There are, no doubt, undiscovered 
coal fields in many parts of the world 
that will be Worked when those from 
which the present supply is obtained, 
are worked out, but the day will 
come when those, too, will be ex­
hausted. It is probable, however, 
long before that day has arrived a 
substitute for coal, both for the genera­
tion^ steam and electricity and for 
domestic purposes, will be discovered.
It is impossible for the most profound 
scientist even to guess the secrets which 
Nature still hides and which will be 
revealed to the wise and persevering 
seeker.

THE PATRIOTIC LEAGUE.

The French Government is troubled 
with a National League. This organi­
zation is called the League of Patriots.
Its object was to recover the provinces 
which France had lost in the war with 
Germany. M. Deroulede was its 
founder. “Le revanche” was this patri­
ot’s ruling passion. He was greatly 
humiliated by the result of the war, and 
he made it the work of his life to put 
France in a position to regain the ter­
ritory she had lost. For this purpose 
he formed a league designed to fit the 
young men of France to become efficient 
soldiers. Every kind of athletic exer­
cise calculated to improve the physique 
of the members of the league and train 
them to endure hardships was practised.
The Patriotic League became popular.
Its membership increased rapidly. It 
was at first encouraged by the govern­
ment. Its founder Was made one of the 
commissioners of military education, 
and he-Was intimate with some of the 
leading public men of the country. Such 
am organization could not long remain 
merely educational. It could hardly 
help becoming political. Its 250,000 
members would in time come to feel 
their strength and politicians would be 
pretty sure to attempt to use them for 
the purpose of advancing the objects 
they had in view. And this is whet did 
happen.

Deroulede saw in him the man whose 
mission it was to retrieve the fortunes 
of France. But Gambetta died while 
the League was in its infancy. After 
his death the League gave its support to 
different public men, but it saw in none 
of them the man of destiny.

EDITORIAL COMMENTS.
Fr- Thr region near the South foie is al­

most literally a ‘ ‘terra incognita. ” There 
have been many expeditions to the 
North Pole and'geographers are familiar 
with the northern Arctic region. Hu­
man habitations have been found within 
five or six hundred miles of the North 
Pole and explorations have been pushed 
still nearer. But the most daring ex­
plorers have not been able to get near 
the South Pole. The barrier of ice be­
tween it and the open sea appears to be 
impenetrable. There is, it is believed, 
an Antarctic continent, but little is 
known of its nature or extent. Its 
coast is surrounded by towering ice­
bergs and immense glaciers, hundreds 
of miles wide, from which issue large 
rivers. These prevent the most hardy 
and adventurous explorers finding out 
what the interior of the continent is 
like. But the curiosity of man is insa­
tiable, and no difficulty, however great, 
prevents him from attempting to gratify 
it. Although tiie attempts to reach, or 
even to get near, the South Pole have 
hitherto been most unsatisfactory, Pro­
fessor Nerrmayer, of Hamburg, is or­
ganizing an expedition to the South 
Polar regions. His efforts are likely to 
be successful. He has found men who 
are willing to spend their money and to 
risk their lives in making a voyage of 
discovery to the inhospitable regions of 
the south, where, judging from the 
cess of former expeditions, the prospect 
of making discoveries that may be of 
use to mankind are the reverse of

Presentation ol the Budget.
London, April 15.—The presentation 

of the budget by Hon. George J.
Goechen, chancellor of the exchequer, 
was a distinguishing feature of the pro­
ceedings of the Commons this evening.
Contrary to expectation, tiie budget 
does not in the least affect any article 
of trade with America; and is singu­
larly free from startling* innovations.
The only new points worthy of especial 
mention are the increase of death du­
ties, or taxation of legacies, and a con­
siderable increase of the present taxa­
tion of malt. Both of these are liberal 
measures, and the first mentioned may 
be said to be almost socialistic, since the 
contention of the socialists is that the 
right of post-mortem division of pro­
perty does not exist, and that therefore 
all property not devised before death 
should revert to the state. Taxation of 
legacies already plays an important part 
in the British revenue, and the proposed 
increase will, without doubt, receive the 
full support of the radical members as a 
step in the right direction. Goechen 
was interrupted oy vociferous cheering 
from the opposition benches when he 
mentioned tiie fact that the sale in cof- are guests 
fee had largely fallen off, owing to the I Douglas House.
