The new building which the Bank of
Montreal is erecting for the Victoria

branch will be a fine addition to the

‘Ibeen added to the site. The basement
| will contain a lunch room and dressing
rooms for the use of the bank, together
with vaults and storage, and also
[the steam heating plant. The ground
! floor will be occupied by the bank itself
and will be a fine apartment, 56 feet
'long, 40 feet broad and 18 feet high,with
| panelled walls and elaborately decorat-
ted coffered ceiling. All the arrauge-
ments will be of the latest description,
with the manager’s office conveniently
situated.
corner of Government and Bastion
streets, while a solid stone staircase with
iron balustrade will lead fror another
entrance on Bastion street to the upper
floors. The first and second floors will
be fitted up for offices, well lighted, and
thoroughly fireproof, with vaults and
lavatories for every office. The care-
taker’s accommodations will be on the
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business buildings of the city. The
original plan as in the illustration pro-
vided for a frontage of 30 feet on Gov-
ernment street and 68 feet on Bastion
street, but by the purchase of a portion
of the DeCosmos property adjoining the
frontage on Government street will be
increased by 14 feet. The excavating
for the foundations on the original site
has been completed and the tearing
down of the building on the extension
will be proceeded with in a day or two.
The design of Mr. F. M. Rattenbury,
the architect, whose plans were
selected out of those ‘sent 1n for
competition, combines a picturesque
outline with massive solidity, relieved
by carved and moulded work; the Gov-
ernment street facade being particularly
impressive. The building is to be of
stone, the upper portion probably that
of Haddington island, similar to that
used with such good effect on the new
parliament buildings, and the lower por-
tion of granite. No wood is to be used
in the construction of the interior, which
is to be entirely fireproof with steel
girders and concrete. The building rises
to the height of four stories, besides a
basement, and measures 44 feet on Gov-
ernment street and 68 feet on Bastion
street. The general plan of the building
has not been changed, though increased
size will given to the main apart-
ments by the additional ground that has

third floor. The floors of all the corri-
dors will be laid with marble slabs and
all the fitting up will be of the best
description.

ALDERMANIC RESPONSIBILITIES.

If any one
should be punished it is the spy who en-
tered the isolation hospital without per-
mission and departed therefrom un-
fumigated and very venomous. Surely

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BOARD OF ALDERMEN

Counecil Still Undecided as to What |
Will Be the Rate on Im-
provements.

Resolution to Ask the Provincial
Gcevernment for Aid for a
Steel Bridge.

The city council devoted themselves
chiefly to the consideration of by-laws
at their meeting last night.

The tax sale by-law was reconsidered
!and passed, and Ald. Humphrey’s by-
law respecting the qualifications of elec-
tors at municipal elections went through

committee, was read a third time and
passed.

ArLp. MacMmiLLay, seconded by Ald.
Williams, moved that a committee of
the council wait on the provincial gov-
ernment for the purpose of soliciting aid
for the purpose of building a steel and |
stone bridge across the arm from Tele-
graph street to the Indian reserve.

Themover having spoken in favor of the
resolution the Mayor suggested that it
would be better not to name Telegraph
street as he did not wish to commit him-
self to any one particular site, as he had
not sufficient information to enable him
to say whether or not Telegraph street
was the best point tor the bridge.

Avp. WiLiams, in seconding the
motion, was inclined to the Mayor’s

opinion. The motion might be made to
rread ‘‘ Telegraph street or some other
| suitable location.” He was thoroughly
tin favor of interviewing the government
1on the question of aiding the erection of
a steel and stone bridge. He recognized
that the resolution was a move in the
right direction and would bring the ques-
tion to a focus and show what might be
expected from the government.

Arp. HuvpHrey did not think that
the city could afford to put up such a
bridge for the next two years.

After some further discussion the
motion was changed in the manner Ald.
Williams had suggested and was carried.

On motion of Ald. Glover it was de-
cided that the seal of the corporation be

Section 1, making the rate on land 15
mills on the dollar, was carried.

On the assessment of improvements,
the Mayor expressed a doubt as to
whether a rate of 71 mills as
at  first proposed was sufficient.
It had been proposed to make the elec-
tric light appropriation $5,000, but of
that sum $4,400 had already been ex-
pended. Then the Point Ellice bridge
accident made a difference, and on
streets, railways and bridges the sum
already authorized to be expended to
the end of July was $20,747 out of a pro-
posed appropriation of $26,500. The ex-
penditure included the $5,200 for the
new bridge across the Arm.

ALD. MACMILLAN complained that too
much was being spent in South Ward in
comparison with North Ward.

ALp. CAMERON, as a representative of
the South Ward, denied any intention to
obtain for his ward an unfair advantage.
He believed in acting in the best interest
of the city as a whole, and was glad that
the feeling was dying out of gauging an
alderman’s worth by the amount of
money he got for his particular ward.

His Wozsiure considered that as large
a sum should be spent on streets, side-
walks and bridges as possible, but the
question was how the amount was to be
raised. The estimated expenditure for
the year was $352,000, and with a gen-
eral rate of 15 mills on land and 7% on
improvements, and the special rates of
2 mills on land and 2 mills on improve-
ments for education, and 1 mill on land
and 1 mill on improvements for health
purposes, and allowing for arrears of

$351,000.

ALp. HuMPHREY, replying to Ald. Mac-
millan, was very sorry the ward ques-
tion had come up. It had almost died
out of late years and it was a pity to
have it revived. He believed in acting
in the best interests of the whole city.

Ald. Glover supported Ald. Macimil-
lan in the view that not enough money
had been spent in North ward.

ALp. WILLIAMS, a8 & member of the
streets committee, said that Ald. Mac-
millan must bear him out that every
vote for the benefit of the North ward
had received his (Ald. Williams’) sup-
port. He believed that long before the
year was over North ward would get its
share. Market street, the reserve bridge
and other work were referred to as part
of the necessary work that had been un-
dertaken for the ward. He believed
that the expenditure would be evened
up pretty well in all the wards.

As it was thought best to get some
further particulars as to the amount re-
quired forexpenditures, the committee
rose and reported progress, with the
idea of settling the rate at Monday
night’s  meeting, and the council
adjourned.

SULL IN DOUBT.

Board of Health Fail to Reach a
Decision Regarding
Dr. Duncan.

Resolution and Amendment Voted
Down After a Three Hours’
Discussion.

The city council, sitting as a board of
health met again yesterday to continue
their investigation of the charges made
against Dr. Geo. H. Duncan. There
were no witnesses called, and as Ald.
Partridge and Wilson were absent Ald.
Glover said that if there was nothing
more to do than to dispose of the case,
he would move an adjournment so as to

enable the full board to be present when
a decision was reached.
Alu. Humphrey, Cameron and Mac-

millan wanted to go ahead, while Ald. i

Williams suggested that as there was
nearly always a full meeting of alder-
men on Monday night it might be pos-
sible to have a meeting then just be-
fore the council meeting.

A telephone message was sent for
Ald. Partridge, but as that failed to
bring him Ald. Glover’s motion was put
and lost, the mover, Ald. Williams and
Tiarks voting for it.

ALD. MARCHANT then moved the fol-
lowing resolution :

‘“ Whereas certain statements affect-
ing the duties of the medical officer were
published in the Victoria Daily Times
on June 29, 1896, and whereas the said
medical officer did upon investigation by
the board of health admit the said state-
ments to be substantially correct, whilst
claiming that such conduct as described
did not imperil the health Lof the city;
and whereas, in the opinion of the board
of health the medical health officer did
by such conduct openly violate the rules
and regulations made by the said medi-
cal health officer and approved by the
board of health, to the detriment of the
city of Victoria; and whereas, the Mayor
as the chief executive officer of the cor-
poration on Saturday, June 1, did ex-
pressly forbid the violation of said rules
and regulations when the question was
raised by the said medical health officer
in conversation with the Mayor; there-
fore be it resolved, that the council re-
quest the medical health officer to resign
his office under the corporation, such re-
signation to take effect on or before
Saturday, July 11, 1896.”

Ald. Humphrey was the seconder and
Ald. Cameron endorsed it as the only
consistent course for the board to take.

ALp. GLOVER admitted that it would
have been better if Dr. Duncan had not
allowed the men to leave the isolation
hospital in view of the mayor’s instruc-
tions, but Dr. Duncan was acting within
his prerogative, as section 10 of the
health by-law gave the medical health
officer discretion in the matter if there
was no danger to the public in letting a
suspect out. The only feature against
jhe doctor was the mayor’s orders, and
as Dr. Duncan had previously always
done his duty well this particular in-
stance might be overlooked.

ALp. T1ARKS took the view that as Dr.
Duncan’s action was not detrimental to
the health of the eity he would vote
against the resolution. Though Dr.
Duncan should have acted on the may-
or’s orders, he had power to do other-
wige.

ALD. MAcMILLAN concurred in the re-
solution, holding that Dr. Duncan had
endangered the health of the city by his
action.

ALp. WiLLiavs remarked that great
stress seemed to be laid on the fact that
a suspect had been allowed to go out of
the isolation hospital, though it was
known that last vear some had been al-
lowed to go in the same way and nothing
was thought about it. The man had
been properly fumigated and, as the
letters of medical men showed and also
Dr. Duncan’s testimony, there had not
been the least danger to the public
health. The public in the past had
looked upon the council as too fond of
setting  themselves up as authorities
against their professional men and of
interfering with them. The council
had no right to pose as medical authori-
ties. The board could not but admit
that since Dr. Duncan had been health
officer there had been no recurrence of
the smallpox epidemic of some years
ago. He had simply stamped the dis-
eage out.

AvLp. MarcHANT while admitting that
it was unwise to interfere with profes-
sional men, held that Dr. Duncan had
broken the very regulations he had laid
down.

ALp. WiLL1ams replied that the regu-
lations did not state that all suspects
must be isolated. The health by-law
gave the doctors discretion.

The Mavor did not consider that the
resolution in its present form should be
put as it endorsed the whole of the state-
ment in the Times, which was not ac-
curate. For instance, in releasing the
man, Dr. Duncan had notacted contrary
to the law, for, as a matter of fact, the
health by-law gave the medical health
officer discretion in the matter. What
Dr. Duncan did do was to disregard his
(the Mayor’s) wish that the men be de-
tained for the period of incubation. Dr.
Duncan had acted very indiscretely but
had not broken a rule or regulation.
With regard to the resolution, the board
should bear in mind that Dr. Duncan
had been a very vigilant health officer,
though he had'in this instanceacted im-
prudently.

Ald. Marchant, after some discussion,
agreed to amend his resolution ag
follows:

“ Whereas certain statements affecting
the duties of the medical health officer
were published in the Victoria Daily
Times on June 29th, 1896, and whereas
the said medical health office upon in-

vestigation by the board of health ad-|dJ

mits the first paragraph in the state-
ment to be substantially correct, whilst
claiming that such conduct as described
did not imperil the health of the city,
and whereas the Mayor, as the chief ex-
ecutive officer of the corporation,: on Sa-
turday, June 19th, ordered the confine-
ment of the suspects at the Isolation hos-
pital when the question was raised by
the said medical health officer in conver-
sation with the Mayor. Therefore, be it
resolved, that the’ council request the
medical health officer to resign his office
under the corporation, such resignation
to take effect on or before Saturday, July
11th, 1896.”

As an amendment Ald. Williams

moved, seconded by Ald. Glover:
‘“ Whereas it is evident from the in-
formation laid before the board that the
medical health officer did not act con-
trary to the health by-law as published
in the Times newspaper, but had on the
other hand acted strictly according to
the power given him by the health by-
law: therefore we do not think the
matter of sufficient importance to be
further considered by the full board.
The medical health officer admits he
overlooked the order of the Mayor;
therefore it is now a question for His
Worship the Mayor to deal with and
that the question be left in the Mayor’s
hands to deal with as he thinks most
advantageous to the public interest.”’

In support of this amendment Ald.
Williams held that Dr. Duncan not hav-
ing exceeded his powers under the health
by-law the only thing against him was
his not carrying out the Mayor’s order.
Cousequently it was strictly a matter for
the Mayor to deal with.

The amendment was put and lost,
Ald. Williams, Tiarks and Glover voting
forit, and Ald. Cameron, Humphrey,
Macmillan and Marchant against it.

Ald. Marchant’s resolution was then

put, Ald. Cameron, Humphrey, Macmil-
tlan and Marchant voting for it, and Ald.
| Williams, Tiarks and Glover against.
{The Mayor, exercising his right, voted
{ against the resolution, which was there-
fore lost. His Worship explained that |
he voted against the resolution, as he
wished action deferred till a full board
was present. There was nothing to pre-
vent the resolution being brouzht up
again.

The meeting then adjourned, and Ald.
Macmillan posted up "a notice that he
would move at Monday night’s council
meeting: ‘“That the services of Dr.
George H. Duncan, medical health
officer, be dispensed with from and after
July 10, inst.

Return of the * Quadra” From the
West Coast—Her Services
to Sealers.

Important Observations—*‘Puebla’s”
Passengers—* Queen’s’” Thirg
) Irip to Alaska.

The Dominion steamer Quadra re-
turned from her cruise along the West
Coast in the interests of the sealing in-
dustry yesterday evening. All the vil-
lages where Indian hunters are engaged
were visited, viz.: Port San Juan,
Dodger Cove, Port Effingham, Ucluclet,
Clayoquet, Ahousat, Hesquiot, Nootka,
Neuchatlitz and Kyuquot. The Quadra
left Kyuquot on her return July 1, the
sealing schooners 1n that port intending
to leave during that day being the Ven-
ture, Favorite, Kate and South Bend.
The San Jose sailed on June 30. In
Neuchatlitz were the Dolphin and City
of San Diego; botl were to leave Rolling
Roadstead on July 1. The Dolphin re-
ported having lost cne of her anchors
and chains. On passing Hesquiot dur-
ing the afternoon ot the 1st the Ainoko
was observed at anchor and the Zillah
May standing out under sail. The Sap-
phire, from Clayoquot, was passed the
same afternoon running westward be-
fore the easterly wind then blowing. On
the return of the Quadrs to Clayoquot
July 1, all the schooners from" there
had sailed. At Ahousat the schooners
Annie C. More, Libbie, C. D. Rand,
and Walter L. Rich were still in port on
July 2, but the captains informed Capt.
Walbran that they all hoved to leave
that day or the following one. On July
2 the Dora Sieward and Carrie C. W.
were still in Uchulet; the Beatrice was
passed under sail off that port where she
was going to sign some wmore hunters
before the shipping master there. In
Port Eesington the Maud S. was in
harbor, but was to sail on the 3rd. All
the vessels in Dodger Cove had sailed on
the arrival of the Quadra there on the
evening of the 2nd, and from here the
Quadra returned direct to Victoria. Fine
clear weather was experienced through-
out the cruise. Whilst lying in Clan-
ninick harbor, Kyuquot  sound, Capt.
Walbran examined and fixed by sextant
angles the exact position of the danger-
ous rock lying in the fairway to that
bharbor, which rock has been marked
on admiralty chart No. 717, for
years  ‘‘position  doubtful.”’ The
rock is of small extent, has
a depth on it at low water of 615 feet,
with deep water close around. Itis un-
marked by kelp or seaweed. The rock
bears from Chief Rock N. by W., mag-
netic, distant 215 cables. Captain Wal-
bran afterwards sounded the harbor and
found it free from all other dangers and
an excellent anchorage. The rock
marked on the east side of the entrance
to the harbor shows 4 feet at high water,
and there is a good channel between this
rock and the eastern shore; the Quadra
left the harbor by this channel. When
the Quadra was entering Ucluelet, on
July 2, by the Carolina channel, it being
near low water at the time, two kelp
patches were noticed, the outer kelp
patch being in the middie of the
channel. On anchoring in Ucluelet,
Captain Walbran immediately ex-
amined both patches and fixed their
positions by angles.. The least depth on
the outer patch was found to be 5
fathoms, and on the inner one 3y
fathoms at low water. The depth given

THE LONG OVERDUE ‘‘ CAMBUSDOON.”’

The announcement made in yester-
day’s CorownisT that the British bark
Cambusdoon, the long overdue sugar
vessel, had passed up the Straits on
Thursday morning, created excitement
among shipping men. Until late in the
day no confirmation of the report could
be obtained, but a telegram to the CoL-
oNIST from Vancouver last evening an-
nounced that she had reached there, her
skipper attributing  her long de-
lay  to calm weather. The bark
was out 181 days from Java
and reinsurance to the amount of 65
guineas had been offered. The average
passage from Java is about 105 days.
Lately reinsurance was practically out
of the question, particularly in European
exchanges. An investment of $5,000 a
week ago in this particular clzss of in-
surance would have neted the speculator
an additional $25,000. Then, again, the
ship might never arrive, and a loss
would have been sustained. The Cam-
busdoon is a modern ship, and worth
$75,000, and the cargo added at least
$100,000 more to the risk. Thirty thous-
and dollars would have purchased both
vessel and cargo the day befcre her ar-
rival.
