Sandford Fleming Suggests a State Owned
Service by Land and by Sea for
British Empire.

They Are Using Numerous Pack
Horses for Transpost

Sir Sanford Fleming opens the twenti-
ceth century with a highly important sug-
.gestion, to the effect that the British

Empire should nationalize the telegraph
. system by land and sea. He has sent
the following letter to Homn., William
-Mulock, postmaster-general:

Ottawa, Jan. 1, 1901.

Sir,—On the opening of the new year,
51 beg leave to submit the following re-
.marks on a subject connected with your
~department. I believe the views ex-
. pressed will: meet with your sympathy

‘: and the sympathy of the government, as
the subject is of great interest not only
ite the people of Canada, but to all other
.British people.

The change of the century is a peculiar
‘ly striking epoch to Her Majesty’s sub-

jects throughout the world, when regard-

-~ ed as coincident with a turning point in
the history of the Empire.

- another British ndation enters on its con-

- stitutional career, to dominate in another
quarter of the globe, and it seems to me
that this is an opportune moment to

. consider a subject which affects Canada
in common with Australia.

A few weeks ago the Home govern-
.ment, with the governments of Canada,
New South Wales, Victoria, Queensland
-and ' New Zealand, completed a long-

. delayed arrangement, by jointly con-
tracting for the establishment,of the
Pacific cable. This act of co-operation

~ involved the adoption of an entirely new

--pprinciple in connection with ocean cables,
that is to say, joint state ownership.
This principle was first mooted in a re-
port on the progress of the Canadian
Pacific railway laid before parliament in
1880. It was proposed by the Canadian

-~ delegates to the coionial conference of
1887, again at the conference of 1894,

- and ever since these conferences, in sea-
son and out of season, it has been stren-
uously advocated. It was recommended

“by the Imperial cable committee in their

-report of 1897. :

But as wide seas and oceans
intervene, the desired end can only be
accomplished by means of the electric
wire. ’

Electric cables have to some extent
been already employed for a number of
years, and they have served a provi-
sional purpose, but they are now wholly
inadequate. In the progress of events
-since these cables were ﬁrst.establish.ed
:a quarter of a century ago, In some In-
.-gtances circumstances have altered, new
conditions have arisen, and new needs
“have been developed, demanding modifi-
. cation and change. The existing lines
~ef telegraph between distant portions of
~the BEmpire, pass in part through foreign
.countries or traverse shallow seas In
proximity thereto, where at a critical

moment they are liable to speedy inter-

ruption. Moreover, these lines have been
established by private companies, who
exact oppressive rates. Ngt a few
Canadians are by painful experience dur-
ing the past year familiar with the ex-
tortionate charges on -messages between
the Dominion and South Africa. The
companies, too, not content with having
long received heavy government - subsi-
dies and having been rewarded for their
~enterprise by enormous profits, have, by
_force of a combination, created a power-
ful monopoly detrimental to the public
~interests. Complaints are frequent and

by an all-British chain of telegraphs,

It is well known that it has fallen to
my lot for many years to take an active
interest in a Pan-Britannic system of tel-
egraphic cables. Last month I addressed
the Governor-General of the new com-
monwealth of Australia on the subject,
and specially directed His Excellency’s
attention to ‘a striking peculiarity of the
electric telegraph, which it will be im-
possible to turn to public advantage
while the cables and telegraphs of the
FEmpire are controlled by a combination
of private ‘companies. The cost of send-
ing a message by telegraph is not, as is
generally -supposed, governed by distance.
It is true that the companies charge ac-
cording to distances, but this is simply an
expedient for obtaining from the tele-

current outlay incurred in transmittings
long than in transmitting short distance
| 1cessages. It may be contrary to prac-

A mail or a let-
ter cannot be conveyed by railway or

and to England, as set forth in my letter
to Mr. Chamberlain of October 28, 1898,
and in other documents made public.
With our whole telegraph system nation.
alized as suggested, I do not hesitate to
| say that messages will be transmitted to
! and from the most distant British posses-
sions at one-eighth or one tenth the rates
I now levied by the companies. .

A single word in conclusion. Of late
we have witnessed great events occurring
| in rapid succession, and the evolution of
' the Empire making steady progress. To-

day we stand at the opening of a new
chapter in our history. If it has been
| decreed by a wise Providence that there
shall be a galaxy of nations under one
sovereign, so aptly , indicated by the
prime ‘minister, Sir Wilfri@ Laurier, we
have indeed a high purpose betore us, and
we must be true to our duty and our des-
tiny. The subjects of the Queen must
see to it that the rivets of a gigantic mon-
opoly are loosenéd. There must be no
isolation or paitial isolation of any of
our sister states. British subjects in
Canada, in Australia, in New Zealand,
in India, in Africa, as well as in the
Mother Country, must unite in securing
complete emancipation from the grasp of
the great ‘cable combine.” Thirty years
ago it became expedient for parliament to
expropriate’ the,then existing lines’ and’
nationalize the telegraphic service of the
United Kingdom. . Experience has proy-
ed the wisdom of that policy and furnish-
od irrefragable reasons for its general ap-
plication.

At the threshold of the twentieth
century, high  Imperial interests demand
the cheapest possible telegraph transmis-
sion, and the greatest possible freedom of
intercourse between all the subjects of
Her Majesty wherever they may do-
niiciled' around the globe. respectfully
submit therefore, that action cannot be
taken a _day too soon to nationalize oux
telegranhic  system by land and sea
throughout the whole Empire.

Kitchen'er and
The Burghers

Details of His Meeting With
the Boer Peace Com-
mission.

He Points Out Uselessness of
Further Resistance to
British Arms.

London, Jan. 4.—The censorship has
just permitted news of the following
peace tentatives to emanate from Pre-
toria:

About the middle of December a num-
Ber of prominent burghers who had. sub-
mitted and were living in the Pretoria
district, formed a peace commission. Mr,
van Rensburg, the former member of
the first volksraad of the Transvaal, was
elected president of the commission,
which included other prominent former
members .of the volksraad. The com-
mission _resolved to attempt negotiations,
and accordingly, in response to a sugges-
tion, Lord Kitchener attended a meeting
of the commission ¢cn December 21, and
addressed :he meeting.

He said he was glad to meet the com-
mission, desirous of bringing the war to
a speedy conclusion, and assured them
that they comnld rely upon his assistance
in every way calculated to further that
object. He proceeded to point out the
folly of continuance of guerilla warfare,
since the British government would never
permit the re-establishment of the Boer
government.  Mr, Chamberlain’s state-
‘ments in parliament, Lord Kitchener,
conténded, -showed that there was no
wish _to oppress the burghers. On the
contrary, the British proposals fore-
shadow_an éulightened ~government, in
“which the b rs: ' would have a prom-
inent ghare, emsuring the rights of pro-
perty and the ancient laws and customs
of the burghers. Lord Kitchener urged
that it was useless to continne the present
mhuman struggle, pointing out that the
puowers ha@t refused Mr. Kruger's re-
quests for intervention. The burghers,
he said, had fought a good fight, and
they had been overcome, and there was
no dishonor in the leaders recognizing
that fact. He reminded them that there
were hosts of Boer prisoners waiting to
Le restored to their families. :

Referring to his proclamations to the
country, Lord Kitchener said that unfor-
tunately these had not been allowed to
reach the burghers, and he trusted that
the commission would make known the
facts to the Boers in the field, as he desir-
ed to give them every chance to surren-
der, and he wished to finish the war by
the most humane means possible. Ha
promised to give the commission notice, if
compelled to abandon conciliatory for
harsher measures.

_Going on to explain his recent proclam-
ations, confirming the statement that
those who had broken oaths of neutrality
would be treated in the same way as the
ofhers, he told the commission that all
would be accommodated with their fam-
ilies in protected laagers along the line
of railway. He asserted that it wae im-
perative to clear the country of inhabits
ants and of food, because so long as food
remained, the commandoes would be able
to continue in.the field. He could not be
vesponsible for stock, unless it was
brought in, adding that he hoped at the
end of the war to be able to divide the
remaining. stock among the various suf-
ferepii il L e e

He then'went back to his room. At 11
o'clock = three shots  were heard, the
sound coming from the direction 0f
Scuitto’s room. When the room was
entered, Secuitto was lying huddled up
in the corner, dead, while the floor and
walls were eovered with blood. Scuitto
had fired the first shot lying down, as
his hat, covered with blood, was on the
bed. He then rose, faced the looking-
glass and fited two more shots into his
neck.

He leaves two sons, Matt and
Frank, in Vancouver, and a daughter,
Tessie, living with her'grandmother in
New York.
