In the house of commons vesterday the
speaker  after prayers, announced that his
¢Xcellency the governor-general would at-
tend the'senate that afternoon to sanction
certain bills, and he then read a long deci-
8100 rgling that the petition that certain
matters connected with the Richelien elec-
1ion be inquired info by the house could not
be received. A message from the senate
annoynced that it thgd passed the Canadian

Pacific railway bill without amendment,

The estimates for the fiscal year ending
July 30th, 1882, and supplementary esti-
mates for the current fiscal year, were
brought down by the governor-general’s
message. The usher of the black rod sum-
moned, on_behalf of the governor-general,
the attendance of the commoms in the
senate, when his excellency sactioned the
Pacific railway bill. After the members
returned Sir Albert Smith introduced the
Moncton harbor improvement bill, and Mr,
Platt a bill to incorporate the Don river
improvement company. On the third read-
ing ‘of the government bill to amend the
general inspection act of 1874, which
amendment relates to inspection fees ‘on
smoked herrings, Mr. Gilmor moved an
amendment to the effect that a net inspec-
tion be optional. . Mr. Blake and other op-
position, members spoke in favour of the
amendffient on the ground that the fees
were epﬁressive on the poor fishermen, and
robbed them of their earnings. The amend-
ment was lost on a vote of 113 nays to 42
yeas ; majority against, 71. Mr.” Céupal
voted with the opposition in the minority,
The bill was read a third time on the same
division,. -,

The bill o amend the patent act of 1872
was read a second time after considerable

/- discussion,during which Mr. Thomas White,

although it was a government measure,
strongly opposed it.

Mr. Boultbee moved the second reading
of the bill to amend the Canada temperance
act, or'the Scott act. Mr. Boultbee sup-
ported his motion in a speech rather
remarkable for its violent language towaids
temperance advocates. Mr. Ogden, who
followed, moved the six menths’ hoist.
Messrs. Ross (Middlesex), Longley, Mills,
Blake, Tilley and Huntington, supported
the six. months’ hoist, and Messrs, White
(Carcwell), Anglin, Bannerman, Stran
and Plumb the main motion. The amend-
ment was carried by 82 yeas to 54 nays;
majority for, 28. The house aijourned at
12.30 a. m. e
