At the Valley Railroad investiga- 
tion on Friday afternoon Mr. George 
N. Babbitt, deputy provincial trea­
surer, was the first witness.

Babbitt said he had been fifty-four 
years in the public service and that 
the government had paid no interest, 
except what had gone through guar­
anteed bonds upon the railway bonds 
in London. He told of the re-payment 
of $80,179 by the St. John & Quebec 
Railway Company to the province, in 
compensation for the surveys under­
taken for the railway.

William J. Scott recalled and testi­
fied that he had paid George F. Burtt 
$1,600 for his share in the profits of 
the contract as well as an amount of 
$500 before that time. After some 
discussion as to whether the evidence 
was admissable or not Mr. J. T. Carter 
complained that Mr. Carvell was using 
the commission as a political machine 
and asked the court to put a stop to it.:

Mr. Scott said: I understood I was 
to have a contract. Mr. Burtt wanted 
the upper end and I felt that I might 
have to get many ties from him, so 
we decided to go in together.

A PIONEER IN TEMPERANCE 4

One day Mr. Whyte was coming 
down to his office after there had been 
a labour trouble over which some men 
were rather bitter, when on the Main 
street, he met one of the men who had 
beeti quite a while in the employ of 
the road. The man was passing with 
his head down, when Mr. Whyte stop 
ped and speaking to him by name, 
said: “John, what have I ever done to 
you that you should cut me on the 
street?" And the man replied: "Mr. 
Whyte, I was really ashamed to look 
you in the face after all your kindness 
to me." "Well,” said Mr. Whyte, 
“never be ashamed to meet your 
friends, come and see me if you are in 
trouble.” One can easily understand 
what an influence that interview 
would have.

Once when an employee of the com­
pany who had cashed his pay-cheque 
in a north-end saloon had been frozen 
to death in the yard, I saw Mr. Whyte 
in regard to protecting the men from 
such risks. I found that he was trem- 
enduosly aroused over the matter, be­
cause he found out that certain sa­
loons put up a notice on pay-day, “C. 
P. R. Cheques Cashed Here." This, he 
discovered on investigation, led the 
men into drink to their own and their 
families’ great loss. He said he was 
trying to arrange in the interests of 
the men and their homes that the 
practice be made impossible and he 
would issue a special order warning 
the men against the danger. To this 
he added that the day was not far dis­
tant, when for the sake of the men as 
well as for the protection of the lives 
of crews and passengers and the prop­
erty of the company, all railroads 
would make drinking, either on or off 
duty, a serious and even dismissable 
offense. This was some time ago but 
his prophecy has come true in the case 
of many railroads and other great in­
dustrial concerns.—R. G. MacBeth in 
the July Canadian Magazine.

Sudden Deaths Must Be Reported to 
Him, Burial Permits, Etc.

The men of the Sixty-fifth Regiment 
of Montreal are still protesting again­
st turning out for the Corpus Christi 
parade with borrowed rifles. Col. 
Hughes seems to have pleased nobody 
by his fake order forbidding the regi­
ment to carry arms in the parade.

The first codification of the Coron­
er’s Law, which will do away to a 
great extent with the lax interpreta­
tion and observance of the common 
law rules, went into force July 1.

While the new law adds but little 
to the practice followed for many 
years, -several points about which 
there existed doubt have been cleared 
up.

The law now distinctly states that a 
burial permit must be obtained from 
the coroner, not only in case of vio­
lent, but also in cases of sudden death. 
It is also provided that all cases of 
death in penitentiaries and insane asy­
lums must be reported immediately to 
the coroner.

A fine of $50 is provided for an in­
fraction of the law, the amount hav­
ing been previously left to the discre­
tion of the coroner.
