Another Bank Caves In,

New YoRK, Aug. 11.—The Wall street
bank has closed its doors owing to the ir-
regularities of the cashier. The president
is Thomas W. Evans, the cashier John P.

Dickinson, It is a State bank. The capi-
tal stock will probably be swept away, but
the depositors will eventually be piid in
full. It isstated that'the cashier’s short-
age am-unts to $200,000 and that the bank
has $500,000 of bad debts.

The clearing house committee has sus-
pended the Wall street bank ad interim
until the meeting of the association Wed-
nesday. The president of a bank here
said: This will prove a bad failure. The
accounts are very much mixed. The valu-
able record of loans is missing. Itis a
defalcation pure and simple. Dickenson
took loans and securities and speculated
on them in his own behalf. The amount
of the defalcation will resch at least a
quarter million. The depositors will be
psid in full but the sharcholders will not
get more than 25 or 30 per cent.

C. F. Timpson, a director of the bank
and father in-law of the cashier, says Dick-
enson has not parted with his nonor, and
characterized a rumor that he had fled to
Canada as false and malicious.

The cashier has been lending money too
freely on insufficient margins. The esti-
mated loss is $200.000. Chas. J. Osborue,
a director, says there will be no delay in
the depositors receiving their money.

One Arrives—A Well Equipped Raill-
Road. 3 i
After o series of delays by the sinkhole '
at Kaladar station, the Ontario and Que-
bec section of the Canaaian Pacific railway
was formally opened yesterday, and the
pew railway connection between Montreal
and Toronto is a thing of reality. Two

metropolis on the St. Lawrence, via Ot-
tawa. There was no formal ceremony in
opening the section from one end to the
other, as the running of several local trains
have preceded yesterday’s event. But it

was one nevortheless of great importance
to this city, to the dominion eapital, to
Montreal,and last but not least to the coun-
try through which it traverses. Along the
line ite final pletion and opening has
been looked forward to with deep iuterest,
far more so than was displayed in the
cities at¥he terminal points,

The three trains which The World re-
porter saw leave and enter Union station
yesterday were creditable evidences of
equipment. At 9 o'clack a.m, precisely
the first train left the station.
It was composed of an engine,
combination mail and express car,
a first and second passenger coach and one of
the sleeping cars of the company, the *‘La-
chine,” The official car was also attached,
in which were Wm. Whyte, general super-
intendent of the Ontario division; H. E.
Suckling, secretary-treasurer; H. D, Lums- |
den, the engineer, and others,

The sleepers to be run on all trains be-
tween Toronto and Montreal are of Ameri-
can manufacture and are perfect palaces on
wheels, They include the ‘‘Ontario,”
“Quebec,” ““Chaudiere,” ““Gatineau,” ‘‘St.
Lawrence,” “‘Perth,” ““Lachute,” ‘‘Peter-
boro” and “‘Lachine,” All the night ex-
presses going in.both 'directions will have
s!eeygg cars which will be in the charge

of experienced porters. The experiment ot
runnifg with only train conductors: has,
howovér, yet to be proven a success,

:The evening train, which was fairly well
filed, left at 7.40 o’clock last nighs. To
it were attached two eleepers. At 9 min-
utes to 11 the first train arrived from Mon-
treal, having left that city at 8 45 in the
morning, passing Ottawa at 12.05, and
making the trig y
teen hours. The regular time will .be
about twelve hours, The new arrival was
occupied by nearly fifty passeugers,

The Ontario and Quebec railway is 199
miles in length, and extends from Toronto
to Perth, where it joins the system of roads
already owned by the Canadian Pacific. It
passes through portions of eight counties :
York, Ontario, Durham, Peterboro, Hast-
ings, glennox, Addington, Frontenac and
Lanark. = Some of the districts through
which it passes are among the finest, from
an agricultural point of view, in the prov-
ince of Ontario. The country traversed is
at present supplied with railway-facilities
by & number of lines which run inland at
right angles from the Grand Trunk, such
a8 the
and Marmora, the Canada al, an
the Kingston and Pembroke. These lines
however, in most cases only give connec-
tion with Toroneo and Moutreal by & ve
circuitous route, whereas the new line w
be the shortest to Ottawa, and, when the
air line from Montreal to Smiths Falls is
completed, the shortest to Montreal.

As already stated, the length of the On-
tario and Quebec from Toronto to Perth is
199 miles; from Perth to Ottawa is 57
miles, so that the distance from Toronto to
the capital by the new line will be 256
miles, or 27 miles shorter than by the
present route.

The day mail train which leaves Toronto
a$ 9.10 a.m. will reach Montreal at 10.55
p-m.; and the pight express which leaves
Loronto at 7.40 p.m. is due in Montreal at
8.25 a.m,

The management have gone to consider-
able trouble in selecting conducters, only
those of the longest experience being se-
lected for the position. The tariff” for the
drawing-room aud sleeping cars between
the two cities has been placed at $1 50
and $2 respectively. A feature which the
officials say is a great improvement, is the
establishment of a diningroom at Carleton
place, where, contrgry to the usual cus-
tom, twenty fivé minutes will be allowed
for dinner. The arrangements were made
by W. C. Van Horne, general manager,
and Archer Baker, geuernf superintendent,
and it is stated that nearly one hundred
passengers can be sgerved simultaneously.
Passengers on all through trains will not
be overlooked, as coffee, tea and sand-
wiches will be served on board. The rates
to Montieal will be similar to those of the
Grand Trunk.

The question of the opening of a
through passenger route from Montreal to
Chicago, via the Credit Valley and Michi-
gan Central railways, is still in abeyance.

The
visit of the detective, ‘accompanied a
constable, was renewed bub without effect,
and afterwards when #&jlady from the
women’s christian associ went with
him to the boc.rdini house: it was_ found
that the lassie and her raftsman had taken
their departure.

Further enquiries go to show that the
girl has been leading & wicious life, and
that not only was she” not an immigrant
needing protection, but was a person of
confirmed bad character, the only hope of
whose redemption would be confinement
under ‘ restraint in a reformatory. The
story of the loss of her Ontario western
ticket and money is equally untrue with
that of the loss of her baggage.

break away from their political past. Mr.
Jones said there was no danger of Blaine
pursuing a jingo policy.

| MUSKOKA AS 4 GRAZING COUNTRY,

The Land for Raising Cattle and Sheep—
Isterview with an Experieaced Gen«
tleman.

A World reporter yesterday had an in-
terview with Frank Turner, C. E. of Brac-
{ ondale, York township, who has just re-
turned from a visit to Muskoka. Mr.
Tarner is known as a shrewd observer, and
his opinion on. matters that bave come
under his notice carries considerable
weight.

‘What opinion have you formed of Mus-
| koka ? asked the reporter. :

I teil you, sir, this district of Ontario
will undoubtedly become in a few years
the great grazing country of the province.

Has it started any factories?

Yes. A cheese factory bas been estab-
lished at Huntsville in the township of
Brunell which promises to become a great
success from the fact that its msnaggr re

rts that he can make a pound of cheese
rom less milk by a quart than he suc-
ceeded in doing in other parts of Canada.

How is this accounted for?

The answer is simple enough. The

asses are more sweet and nourishing
gu those found in moet places and on
plowed land generally. Virgin soil will
produce year after year a succession of
these grasses without artificial aid othe
than that induced by the cattle feeding
them, and in this respect the pasture in
Muskoka regembles the famous Eoglish
downs. Sheep thrive immensely on these
pastures, and the mutton they produce
canoot be excelled anywhere. The ground
is so interspersed with rock that cereals
wili not pay on most lands in Muskoka,
and I think it a great mistake on the part
of the government to have distributed
these lands in small areas of 100 acres.
It is my opinion that not less
than 1000 acres in block should
bave been meted out to each
settler, and so have enabled a man with a
small capital to make a respectable living
as a stock raiser for grazier. Those who
originally took up there small holdings of
100 acres only found themselves handicap-
ped 8o that they could not make a liviog,
and the result is that most of the free-
grant settlers have abandoned their lots,
and the painful sight of deserted homes
meets the traveler all along the roads.
Were it not for the occasional tinkling of
the bells attached to the cattle and sheep
ons might fancy that the country was
without inhabitants and not fit for settle-
ment,
