Ottawa, Feb. 29.—Mr. Jamieson will to­
morrow introduce a bill to amend the Canada 
Temperance Act, which embodies tiie views 
of the executive of the Dominion Alliance. 
The first section is the same as lost year, and 
provides that the petition may be deposited in 
any county registry office. Tlie second and 
third sections make the act applicable to the 
electoral divisions of British Columbia. The 
fourth extends to ths temporary judicial dis­
tricts. The fifth provides tliat no repeal 
vote shall be token until two years 
and ten months after the act comes into force. 
The sixth provides for the sale of intoxicating 
liquors for use in any sirt, trade or manufac­
ture and medicinal purposes, requiring in tlie 
latter the certificate of a medical man having 
no interest in the sale, and making it 
pulsory that the druggist shall keep a regis­
ter, sud împôsee a iwnalty upon any medical 
man giving o' colorable certificate.

Section 8 repeals the whole of Section 103 of 
the original act, the object being to obviate 
the difficulties which arise in connection with 
the jurisdiction of police magistrates and 
others.

Section 10 gives power to one magistrate to 
take all proceedings prior to the hearing of the 
case. It has been held under tiie present law 
that two must take the information.

Section 12 is intended to improve the search 
clause. At present ho warrant can be leaned 
until prosecution has been undertaken. This 
proposes that any offionr may lay an informa­
tion at any time aud obtain a search warrant.

Section 16 amends the law so that a search 
con be made at any time. Under the existing 
act it can only be made in tbe daytime.

Section 16 prov idee a set of forms for jus­
tice* of tbe peace under the act.

The last section provides that the penalty 
imposed, when the provincial.or other public 
officer is prosecutor, shall be paid to him. At 
present it is handed- to thé County Treas­
urer. In other doses it is proposed that half 
shall go to the proseeqtor and half to the 
municipality.
