‘The Millers und the Trouble With New-

foundland—Marine Men and Canadian
: Onnal Rebales.

Orrawa, March 10, —A large delegation
representing the Domiinion Millers’ Associa-
tion arrived in this city this morning,‘and
during the forenoon had an interview with
Premier Abbott and other members of the
Cabinet, The delegation was com of
Messrs. M. McLaughlin and John Brown,
Toronto; Mr. Baird of Whitelaw, Baird &

One of the principal. questions which
affects * the milling industry for the pres-
ent is the' trouble which exists between
Canada and Newfoundland, and which cul-
minated in- the latter colony imposing an
extremely heavy duty on Canadian pro-
ducts entering the Island. This is mos
particularly felt by those engaged in the
flour trade.

Some changés in'the Inspection Act were
pressed upen the Minister of Inland Re-
venue, under whose 'department the matter
comes. At the lust annual meeting of the
association resolutions were passed asking
changes in the manner of choosing delegates
to select the standards of flour and desiring
that the Dominion millers should have re-
presentation on these beards, and also re-
