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Canada’s Experimental Farms.

NUMBER TWO.

These farms are five in number—the Cen-
tral or principle one being situated near the
capital. It is there where the labors of
the agriculturist James W. Robinson, the
horticulturist John Craig, the chemist F.
T. Shutt, A. M., the entomologist and bot-
anist James Fletcher, and the poultry man-
ager A. G. Gilbert, are performed, and the
repofts of these scientific men are contained
in the volume before us, and have an es-
pecial interest and value. The four other
experimental farms are for the maritime
provinces, at Nappan in this province, and
is superintended by William M. Blair, of
Colchester County ; for Manitoba, at Bran-
don, whose superintendent is S. A. Bed-
ford ; for the North-west Territories, at
Indian Head, in Alberta ; and for British
Columbia, at Agassiz, and the reports for
1890 are also given in the report of the gen-
eral director William Saunders.

Nova Scotia Mines.

Our thanks are due the Department of
Mines for the Annual Report for 1890, of |
that department.

unusually wet, which has caused the grain
in some districts to sprout, and rust has
also been prevalent. Such influences always
lower the vitality of cereals, and greater care
is necessary in selecting grain for seed.
All doubtful samples should be sent in in
good season for test.”

Last year the government of Canada im-
ported 10,000 bushels of Carter’s Prize Pro-
lific barley with a view to test its suitabil-
ity as a Canadian staple crop for export.
The results of this action, notwithstanding
the unfavorable season, give promisé of ul-
timate success. The a.\‘eruge of 872 returns
from Ontario shewed a yield of 254 bushels
per acre, which when thoroughly cleaned
weighed 514 lbs. to the bushel; theaverage
of 13 returns from this province gave 26}
bushels, with a weight of 48 1bs.; the aver-
age of 23 returns from New Brunswick gave
22} bushels with a weight of 493 lbe.; the

averagp for P. E. Island gave 26} bushelsaimiy] in its object nor private nor local in its |

weight 49 1bs.; the average of 48 returns
from Quebec gave 20§ bushels, with a
weight of 504 Ibs.; from 62 returns from
Manitoba the average yield-was 39 bushels
to the acre, with a weight of 503 lbs.; the
N. W. T. 22 returns gave an average yield
of 274 bushels to the acre, weight 503 1bs.;
and British Columbia (a single return)
shewed a yield of 45§ bushels to the acre,
with a weight of 53 1bs., being.ahead of all
the other provinces. The average yicld of
siz-rowed barley last year in Ontario was a
trifle in excess of 22 bushels per acre, while
that of the two-rowed reached a yield of 254
bushels. ¢ With such an increase,” says
Mr. Saunders, ‘‘ on the whole barley crop
of Ontario, taking barley at 50 cents
per bushel, there would be a total gain of
$1,157,187,” and we may add that a like
pro rata gain would accrue to all the other
provinces.

So general has the impression become
that these experimental farms are doing a
good work, and that tested results of work
done there are useful to the farmers of the
Dominion, that enquiries have nearly qua
drupled during the past year. In 1889 the
Director received 3,653 letters; in 1890,
11,739, to which 11,460 replies were made.
The Entomologist and Botanist received
1700 letters in 1889 and nearly as many iu
1890, to which 1394 answers were returned,
and so on of the other heads of departments.

The report of the Horticulturist, Mr.
John Craig, is very exhaustive in the mat-
ter of fruit growing, both large and small,
and describes at length what has been done
in the cultivation of Russian apples, both
in imported stocks and in seedlings, also in
Russian and other northern pears, plums,
and apricots. Some of the varieties he re-
gards as possibly ¢ valuable acquisitions.”
His remarks on small fruits and what is
being done in forestry on the N. W. plains
arc interesting reading and worthy a
perusal by the general public, but we have
not-space for quotation. His experiments
on the use of fungicides (destroyers of fungi)
however, must not be passed over, as they
seem to be fraught with much profit to our
own apple growers.
