J. Re Reid, O. Wagonheimer, J. Maggs, P.

“I have been informed and believe tha§
the above parties are trying to pass them-
selves off as gennine Masons, and this Cir-
cular is sent to caution you and all true
brother Masons to give them, or any one
hailing from this Temple Lodge, under the
so-called Grand Lodge of ‘Ontario,’ no Mu-
sonic recognition; and, if pussible, to have
no intercourse whatever with them.
