We heartily congratulate our friends in Lambton on their
glorious success, and on their attainment to the enviable position of
bauner county in the glorious march of moral reform. The Province
of Ontario, t00, has redeemed her record and now carries the banner
in the Dominion sisterhood. We trust the day is not far distant
when total prohibition will be law from the Atlantic to the Pacific,
and our who'e fair country will be free from the curse of a legal-
ized Jiquor traffic.

The aggregate result of the Scott Act campaign thus far is as

Three votes have been taken in the county of Lambton. The
Scott Act was carried on the first, but the courts held the clection
invalid on technical grounds, and the second vote was agninst the
Act.  The third vole hns resulted as already indicated.

In
one of these the Act was defeated on the first-vote, buat carried on
the scoond . in the other six cascs the second contest was on the
question o} repeal, and in Lver) isstance the Act was sustained.

OUR CAUSE IN PARLIAMENT.

There has never before been a time in the history of our
country, as favorable as isthe present, for an advance movenens
on the line of temperanee legislation.  The whole country is stirred,
victory after victory has crowned theefforts of temperane workers,
outside the Houses of Parliament, Scott Act majorities have been
rolled up surpassing all precedent and expectation, and the people
of the country, as far as they have been poiled, have given a net,
majority of over forty thousand in favor of probibition. Petitions
have fairly flonded both Houses praying fur the carly ennctment of
a law of total prohibition, and yet there has been no response to the
prayers and no r.cognition of the peoples votes.

The House of Commons has declared that it is ready W legis-
late in ‘the direction of prohibition *“so seon as public opinion will
sufficiently sustan stringent measures.”  The utter collapse of the
whiskey party’s petition movement, and the great suceess of the
temperance people's, show ummistakeably what public sentiment on
this question is.  In nearly every part of the Dominion the electors
have spoken loudly at the polls, ani cvery day their protest grows
stronge and morc asphatic. The Dominion Councut of the Alhance
at its Jast session affiim. dthat the time hias come. sttt nothg has
been done, and all through the country tlu.ro Is & growiys un-
petience and anxiety about the matter.

On the 26th of March, 1884, the House of Comnnens was
divided upon the question of immediate proinbition.
55 members who voted fus it, and 107 agmnst.
