As the introduction of a surpliced choir into a}
parish and into 2 Diocese is an cvent of some -
portance and significance, no apology need be made
for claiming space i your columns for an account
of the parish which, on New Year's Day, had the
privilege of initlating in this Diocese this snost
appropriate way of conducting the musical portion
of our religious services.  The constant and steady
growth of the Parish of St. Paul (Valley Church),
especially during the last few years, canpet but
force itself upon the attention of the most unoh-
serving.  The Rectar, Canon beVeber, has ;le_ost
completed the zand year of his pastoral duties.
Occasionally decmed by soeme too stationary, and
by others tuo progressive, he scems, with rare tact,
10 have “sttuck the line,” to lorrow lroude’s
simile, “atong which the forees of Nauue are truly
moving —the resullant not of the victory of cither
of the extreme parties, but of the joint action of
their apposing forces.””  About three years ago he
was so furtunate asto secure the services of a clergy-
man fike-minded witl himself, the Rev. F. Sill. He
especially awracts the young,  The Sunday-school
during his supervision has increased frum too to
280, The result of the united labours of Rector
and Curate has been very great, Numbers have
seen added w the Charch, In the Advent Season
there were many adult baptisms, and on the 3rd
Sunday in Advent g8 candidates were presented to
the Metropolitan for Confinmnution, many of them
of miture years and belonging to all clisses 0 so-
ciety.  The Metropolitan himse)l remarked upon
thowr very devout 2wl reverent bebavinur, and npon
the grest solemmnity which attended the service. St
Faul s Chineh was vebmlt 20 years ago upon the
old site at aoeost of $30000. The stained ghass
wind s, from Foztimd, were aitts from private in-
alividoais, s was also the carved rercdos behind
tho altar, and a memoriadl font under the great west
window. Thisfont, with its tesselated pavement
and carved background, is said to be the most beitn-
tiful ead unigque specimen of its kind in the Domin-
ion.  There is chily service amnd 2 weekly Con
munion in this church, one-third of the seats being
free and unappropriated.  “Fhere are abont 300
comiganicinls helonging to St. Paul’s, with a-cen-
gregation of oo at the Sunday services.  ‘They are
principally profeasional men, and, with few extep-
tions, people of moderate means ; yet then last
Easter statement shews that they raised during the
year, in the church and Sunday-school, $3,500 for
Church purposee ; also, 81,056 for lome and
Foreign Missions and for the poor.  Pew -tents
bring in about $ioco—amounung atiogether o
Fg paip for the year.  Sinee thay, the parishionsrs,
to ark their high appreciation of the Reetas and
his !Curate, presented the latter with an Faster
offering of {200, and at Christimas Canan beVeber
receivedl a purse of $515. The surplicad chorsters,
which, as we have.mentioned, began their duties on
New Year's Diy, were solemnly initisted the 1'ri-
day previous,  Afler approprime prerers and an
address, they were presented o the Rector twoe and
two, Mo gave cech a Psalter, saying @ <1 admt
thee as chonister in St Paul's Chureh. What thou
singeth with thy lips, believe in thy heart ; -what
‘thow'believeth in the heart, petforminzky life.  Goo
admit thee as singer imo His Sanctuary, both here
and hereafter ;5 threugh Jesus Christ our  Lerd.”
The 2 men and boys were thus admitted into the
<chancel, from which they retired at the <lose of the
service singing an evening hymn.  ‘The services on
Suntley A1 New Year's Day) were most hearty aid
interesting, the church, of conrse, being filled wioh
arge congregations, suany ‘n the afterneon not he-
mg able 1o get sears. 1t seems but right to-give
this detailod notice of the Parish ol St Paal, that
others, ¢ven beyond aur own Diocese mzy feel thit
patient perseverance e well-doing, despice all diti-
culties and obstaclas. wili hring an abundant

blessing.
