His invention consists of spreading a
net, under water, on the ground composing the oys-
terbed. RMr. Starfish puckers his fingers together,
squeezes himselt up throngh the meshes of the met,

The Declaration of Independence was signed by
fifty-six names, of . whom nine weré of ‘Irish origin.
They were Mathew Thornton, James Smith, George
Taylor, George Reed, Charles Carroll, of Carrollton,
Thomas Lynch, Jr,, Thomas McKean, Edward Rut-
ledge and Charles Thompeon, Mathew Thoraton,
born in Ireland in 1744, signed it for New Hamp-
shire, He was afterwards Chief Justice of the Com-
mon Pleas, and died June 24, 1803. James Smitl;,
who signed for Penneylvanie, was born in Iteland
in 1713, and died in 1806, George Taylor, a signer
from the same State, was born in Ireland, so poor
that his services were sold on his arrival to pay the
expenses of his pnssage out. He died at Easton,
Pa., February 23, 1817. George Reced, of Delaware,
was the son of Irish parents, one of the authors of
the Constitution of Delaware, and afterwards of the
Fuederal Constitution. It was he who answeced the
Britigh terpters, “ T am a poor man, but, poor as I’
am, the King of England is not rich enough to pur-
chase me” He dicd in 1798. Charles Carroll, of
Carrollton, was of Irish descent,and very wealthy.
He fixod his address after his name that the pledge
of his “ fortune” might be beyond doubt. He was
the last survivor of the signers, and died November
14,1832, Thomnae Lynch, of South Carolina, suc-
ceeded his father, who died while in Congress in
1776, and signed the Declaration, He went abroad
soon after for hig health, and afterwards was lost at
sea. Thomas McKcan, & signer from Pennsylvania,
was successively Senator, Chief Justice, Governer of
Pennaylvania, and Picsident of Congress. After
fifty years of public life, he died on the 24th of
June, 1817. Edward Rutledge, of South Carolina,
was also a signer, fought in the Sonthern campaign,
and was for three years kept a prisoner in Florida.
He became Gavernor of South Caroling in 1799, and
died in January, 1806. Charles Thompson, born in
Maghera, county of Derey, in 1739, rerched Pennsyl-
vanin at the uge of eleven years. His tather died
while the emigrant ship was entering the Delaware,
In his youth he became intimnte witl Benjamin
Frauklin, with whom hoe "agreed on all subjects
except religion.” In 1774 he was chosen Secretary
to the first Congress, and continued to fill that oner-
ous offico until 1789, when ths formnl adoption of
the Constitution closed its functions, He wrote out
the Declaration of Independence from Jefferson's
diaft, and was the medium through which Franklin
rectived his instructions, and Washington was in.
formed of his election as first President of the Union.
