SACRILEGIOUS OUTRAGE IN IRELAND,

A wost diabolical outrage was committed
tecently in the beautifully-laid out grounds of
the Catholic chapel at Ballinaslos.  About
half-past ten o’clock at night two yoong
fellows named Sworde and Brett were pass-
ing on the footpath by the chapel grounds,
when they heard a noise proceeding from the
chapel grounds a3 if some stones had been
thrown against a bard substance. Suspecting
that some scoundrels had been assailing the
beautiful statues, four in number, which are
pleced on fancy pedestals in ihe grounds,
they at once scrambled over the railings, and
after making a search through the shrubs,
they fourd a man named Hynes lying down
behind one of the tail trees., Toey then
examined the statnes and found that the
right arm of the statue of #t, Joseph had
been broken off. Canon Ronayne, who lives
along eide the chapel, was then made aware
of the outrage, and sent for the police and
had Hypes arrested. sdynes after having
buen arrested stated thatit wos a man named
Tunbridge (a Protestant) who broke the
statue. Tunbridge was tben arrested at his
father’s house. About s fortnight since Tun-
bridge waos arrested for assaniting a young
fellow named Walsh., The sacrilegous occour-
rence hag at this festive season thrown n
beavy gloom over the town. Examining the
statue on Thursday morning, it was geen tbat
it had been struck in Beveral places with
stones.

The Archbishop, is
bowerver, nf opinion that Ireland is big and
fruitful ¢noagh to support all her children,
sud therefore he will mever be a party to
tho eystematic expatrintion of any “wuseful
portion of bher people.” Apart, how-
ever, from this cousideration, ho is emphati.
cally opposed to emigration on ¢ pursly reli-
gious or gpiritual grounds.” Irishmoen, he
bolds, ‘“can and do attend to thelir roligious
duties in Ireland better than elsewbero; and
it must therefore bo {n the long run the
best pluce for thom to live in, a8 it is ne-
suredly the safest place for them wherein to
die.” :

The well-known Fither Nupgent, of Liver-
7 ool, I8 also strongly opposed to indiscyimi-
oote omigration. In a recent letter he ad-
vieed that some care amd guardianghip be
exercised over the emigrants coming to Eng-
land, especlally the young girls, who often
fell into evil courses in Liverpool, and led
lawless and desperate lives.

Bearch for the remains of the children re-
sulted in fiodiog very little of the two
younger children, but enough of the body of
the eldest child was found to enable the on-
lookers to recogniza it, It was found on
the spot where the bed hnd stood and was
coversil with o bit of burnt blanket. Thisis
& clue as to tho origin of tho fire, It ia prob-
eble that the child'a clothes canght fire st
the stove, and that in her fright she ran to
the bed and the flames spreading from her
clothes caught the bed.

OtTawa, Feb, 18.

The order paper yesterday was disposed of
with the despatch that has characterized
overy sittlng thus far, and in a littlé more
than half an hour the House was adjourned
until Monday afternoon. Had Mr. Mackeasie
retarued to the city there would undoubted-
ly bave been something sald about the conw
tract for the Welland Canal Viaduot when
Sir Obsrles Tupper gave his promised ex-
plafnations to the House,

A few more petitions were presented in
favor of marriege with a deceased wife's
aister, but public sentiment of the Dominion
hag not bssn roused in regard to the subfect.
There 18 no doubt, now the bil has been
formally Introduced, attention will be gene-
rally directed to the questlon, and a flood of
petitiona may be expected both for and
agninst the mensure.

The period for receiving petitiona for
private bills ends within ten days of the
sessfon. In the past it hos been customary
to extend and reextend the time untilthe near
approach of prorogation. This practice now,
however, doee not meet with Miniatecrlal
tavor, and a motion made yesterday to exwnd
the timo to March 1at, {8 regarded as final.:

The promptitude which the Government
hag displsyed in bringing down the annual re-
ports and returos, and the extracrdicary ex-
pedition with which the business of the
House has been disposed of leads to the
conclusfon that tho session will not be a long
one. The gratifying intelligence wes for-
nished by thn Minlster of Finance yesterday,
that he hoped to bring down the estimates on
Toesday next and maks his flpan-
cial statement on the following Friday.
This is nnuenally early in tho Seesion for the
Budget speech to be made. Thestatement of
Bir Leopard Tillcy, bowever, cannot bs
acceptod as definite,  He merely hoped to
bring Jdown the estimates and his etatemen.
durieg the week, and it may transpire that
combination of circumetances may conspire
against tho fulfilment of this half promise.

Btr. Costigan has clicited o very important
siatemert from Bir John A. Mnacdonsld to
tho effect that the Government are consider-
ing a bill far the redistribation of eeats on
tha baais of the last decennial census,

Although the Governmont do nat intend to
appoint a representsative of the Dominion at
Paria, thay have announced that in the event
of the Qavbac Governmoent sonding o delegate
to Paris they may make arrangements with
him to atterd to the emigration and com-
mercial matters concerning the Dominlon.

The work of the sesaion wlil bogin 1n earn-

est on Monday. The Civil Bervice Bill will
be jutroduced on T'uesday by #ir Hector Lan-
gevin.
Myssrs, Licbtonhelm and Abrabam, tioket
sealpers of Montreal, are working streucusly
against Mr. Kirkpatrick's bill. Although, it
is, perhapr, necessary from their atandpoink
that they should do thelr utmost in oppoal-
tion to the munsure, I do not think there 14
any chaucse ot tha bill becoming law.

Mr, Shearer of Monfraal, together with Mr.
Bakeman of Londor, have had en interview

-with Sir Charles Tupper in regard to the

incorporation of a company for the carrying
out of the Bhearer acheme, The Mlalster of
Public Works declined to pledge himself to
any definite couree of action.
