Report of the delegation appointed to represent the City
at the Convention of Public Utilities held in Phila-

delphia in November 1914.

To the City of Montreal,

The delegation appointed, on the 1oth October 1914, to
represent the City at the Convention of Public Utilities,
held in Philadelphia on the 12th, 13th and 14th Novem-
ber ult., respectfully report:

That, in pursuance of the instructions of Council con-
tained in the extracts from minutes hereunto annexed,
they first proceeded to New York, where they made va-
tied and useful observations on the mode of paving, the
cleaning and cleanliness of streets, the laying of side-
walks, etc., and also with regard to public health;

That, accompanied by the high officials of the City of
New York, kindly placed at their disposal by the civic au-
thorities, they gathered much useful information, which
they compiled and which they now have the honor to
submit to your Council, as follows:

GREATER NEW YORK.

(Summary of the observations made by the Aldermen of
Montreal, who, divided into groups, went over New
York., making inquiries anent the administration of
that City from different stand-points; these observa-
tions were made when going and returning.)

“Greater New York is, for all administration purposes.
divided into five boroughs: Manhattan, —or New ork
proper; Brooklvn. or the former City bearing that name;
Bronx, north of Manhattan, which is almost entirely re-
sidential; Queens, east of Brooklyn; and Richmond.

“The population is abhout 5,500,000 In Greater New
York there are 2,600 miles of streets, 1,800 of which are
paved, over 1,800 miles of sewers and 2,000 miles of water

mains.
