
G0VERNMENT 0F JAPAN REGARDING SETTLEMENT 0FCETI
CANAMIUt CLAIMS

The Government of Canada and the Government of. Japan, desiring to
reach a settiement of certain Canadian clainis in connection with the Treaty
of Peace, have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Government of Japan, in diseharge of their obligations under Article
18(a) of the Treaty of Peace of the 8th af September, 1951, to consider on
theîr mrits cins fer lqps<ç ordmg ta pr'operty orfrpro injury or
death which arose before the existence of a stt fwa n hch have been
presented or re-presented by the Government of Canada, agre ta pay to the
Government of Canada the sum of seventeen thousand and five hundred
United States of America dollars ($17,500) in. settlemxent of ail such dlaims by
the Government of Canada as wel! as byCaadin physieal aind jurîdical
persons including juridical persons of Canadian character, for which the Govern-
ment of Japan are respansible according ta international law.

Article 2

The Gov'ernment of Canada accept the payment by the Government of
Japan of the amount mentioned in Article 1 in full and final settiement of al
dlaims referred to ini the said Article and waive further dlaims of the Goveru-
ment of Canada as wefi s f Canadian phscfadjrdclprasinetuding
juridical persans of Canadian character which may be presented or re-presented
ta the Gov'erniment of Japan under Article 18 (a) of the Treaty of Peace.

The amnount mentioned in Article 1 shail be remite, 4t ite k $asa
America dollars ta the Government of Canada by the end ofNovember 1981.
